Church Street CSO Reduction Project

Sanitation District No. 1 (SD1) has applied to the Kentucky Department for Environmental Protection’s Division of Water, Water Infrastructure Branch, for a low-interest loan from the Clean Water State Revolving Fund, which is funded in part by a Kentucky grant from the Environmental Protection Agency. The loan will finance SD1’s Church Street Combined Sewer Overflow Reduction Project in the northern portion of the City of Taylor Mill in an area bound by Church Street, East 43rd Street and Winston Avenue. The project is designed to reduce overflows of raw sewage containing harmful bacteria and other pollutants into nearby Banklick Creek and will involve the construction of new combined sewer systems, new storm sewer systems and a storm water basin to naturally filter and treat any water exiting the combined sewer system. SD1 will hold a public meeting at 7 p.m. on Thursday, Mar. 21, 2013 at its main office located at 1045 Eaton Drive in the City of Ft. Wright to allow the public to review and comment on proposed activities, potential impacts and project alternatives. Relevant documents (design plans, reports, etc.) will be on file at SD1’s main office prior to the meeting and will be available for public review during regular business hours, 8 a.m. to 4:30 p.m., Monday through Friday.  
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
