Wastewater Laboratory Certification documents available for public review

The Kentucky Division of Water is making available for public review and comment several documents designed to assist wastewater laboratories in complying with the new Wastewater Laboratory Certification Program (WLCP) regulations that became effective Jan. 1. The public notice period ends Feb. 17.

The documents are templates for developing quality assurance plans and standard operating procedures. The documents can be found at: http://water.ky.gov/permitting/Pages/WasteWaterCertification.aspx.

Facilities would not be required to use these templates and may create their own quality assurance plans and standard operating procedures provided they meet all the required elements established in the regulation, said Frank Hall, who coordinates the WLCP for DOW. 

“These tools are intended to provide an easy-to-follow format to assist the facility in ensuring all the required elements are addressed,” said Hall. 

The Wastewater Laboratory Certification regulation outlines procedures for laboratories applying for certification, establishes certification fees, provides the requirements for certification including the appropriate methods and guidance for collecting and analyzing wastewater compliance samples, and outlines the requirement for evaluating and assuring laboratory competence and data reliability. The program requires approximately 300 laboratories that perform wastewater testing services to obtain certification.
