INSTRUCTIONS FOR ADAPTING THE GENERIC GPP FOR DOMESTIC

WATER WELLS

The cabinet-written generic GPP for domestic water wells may be adapted to your facility GPP as follows:

1. List the water well(s) under Section B. Activities that have the Potential to

Pollute Groundwater.

2. Under Section C.  Practices Selected to Protect Groundwater from Pollution,

state that the groundwater protection practices provided in the cabinet-written

generic GPP for Domestic Water Wells will be implemented.

3. Sign and date the Certification Statement on the back of the GPP.

4. If you are submitting your facility GPP for review, copy the back page containing

the signed Certification Statement and include it in the GPP as an Appendix.

5. Retain the original generic GPP with the Signed Certification page so that it can

      be attached to the facility GPP when it is approved by the Groundwater Section.
