INPUT

· Provide a mechanism for funding for public outreach about water supply, conservation, wastewater

· Assess water resources present and future demand

· Increase and evaluate water supply for projected demands and uses – maximize availability of raw water – storage, health of the KY River, infrastructure

· Providing for future needs – minimizing future demand through process efficiencies.

· Link costs of water/water treatment with energy costs

· Augmenting water supply (watershed program) – slow runoff increase groundwater storage

· ID alternatives to replace contaminated sources

· Have alternatives in place in advance

· Retain water on site longer rainbarrels green building

· ID drought vulnerabilities (communities)

· Access whether plans are workable for a specific community

· Use specific approaches to drought management

· Develop template/format case studies for drought vulnerability assessments for communities and industries – show them how it’s done

· Update assessments every 5 years

· Ag drought vulnerability assess..

· Give ag a heads up (early warning)

· Through KFB etc give early warning

· Look at specific sectors – crops with irrigation without irrigation- look at Palmer Index
· Look at sector and region (KDOW)

· ID mitigation measures (open lakes)

· ID when a water supply for ag is susceptible to drought

· Increase on farm water storage (enhancement)

· Look at conflicts from livestock watering with city water – is it a real threat?

· Josh Human – UL – drought vulnerability at census track level (Palmer)
· Use GIS

· ID indicators to plug info model

· Hazard all Hazards Plan mitigation plan for drought – outline in progress

· “mitigation strategy” – prioritize

· Use plan to leverage fed fund

· Look at watershed level for vulnerability 

· Prepare for responders to be more effective

· Tie into all hazards plan EM

· Drought surcharge in time of shortage increment dollors to drought mitigation fund

· Berea 07 – flat rate for basic more money 

· Put in public outreach plan

· Educate people on the value of water so they are more aware of how they use it

· What is effective for people who are money and social pressure insensitive (don’t care)

· Conservation pricing

· Put the message about water supply/use out in multiple ways

· Do we have the data to assess if raw source supply is adequate to address current and future needs

· Who is using (in-out)

· How much are they using

· Do we have accurate data regarding us

· What data are needed

· Tools – modeling

· Mesonet – predictive and real time

· Stream gauges are mostly located on streams affected by human discharge or withdrawal

· Need this for predictive modeling

· Need continuous data – before during and after a drought

· Id areas where gauges are needed financial partnering

· Get public (local communities – disaster plans) engaged

· Get rural water district

· ADD

· KAWC, Louisville

· Get presentation about onsite storage program for agriculture
· Other ways to take advantage of Ohio River (non-traditional) supply – elsewhere in state other than borders

· Assessability to use corps lakes – how much can they supply

· Can we get water from where it is to where it’s needed.

· Look at accessing regional supplies – counties Carr Fork

· Look at political barriers to accessing regional water sources

· Id vulnerable supplies by county and help them develop regional plan

· Plan for climate change that could cause more extreme events – holding capacity for floods; also droughts

· Kentucky has come a long way with public drinking water on regionalizing supply water resource information system data KIA

· Develop another significant source of water – Ohio River

· Integrate the water supply system

· East Kentucky reservoir – storage on Kentucky River to circumvent 7Q10 limit

· Optimization of water supply – use available assets

· Need to plan better growth in concert with infrastructure and water supply manage growth

· WRDC plans

· Based on number of holds; water source census data
