Following introductions, Billy Smith, TVA, announced the "Clean Boating Day" will be held June 15, 2002, at Moors Marina beginning at 1 p.m. This activity will have support from the 4RBT and the Ky. Waterways Alliance. He also stated that the "Clean Marina Program" kickoff on the Tennessee/ River/Ky. Lake will be held June 28 at the Paris, Tennessee Marina.

Rob Miller announced an environmental Statewide Water Education Grant will start this fall. The River Network organization will also be initiating a water environmental education grant at that time. 4RBT will have a role in both these programs.

Paul Rister announced that the Lower Mississippi River Foundation and the Land Between the Levees, are receiving funding to restore secondary channel flow, oxbow lakes, wing dikes, and
wetland areas. Additional information will be available at a later date.

Jim Siress gave an update on the Pirates Cove project. He said he would have all of the information to the project engineer tomorrow (May 15) and work on the BMP’s would start immediately after the engineer has completed his part. After the BMP’s are completed, Frankfort has to approve them then bids can be requested.

Robert Wise said the Mayfield Creek Project is underway but a focus group has not yet been formed. KWA will be here in June to meet with the mayor of Mayfield and others to begin the process of getting the focus group underway and starting identification of the problems.
Rob Miller presented the continuing stream ranking process (which is done by a watershed formula). He said 1200 miles of stream were assessed in the Four Rivers Area of which 150 miles were not supporting their intended uses, 560 miles were only partially supporting, while 300 miles were fully supporting. These are only preliminary results.

Discussion was held on how to determine which streams should be selected for improvement and what process to follow in achieving this goal. No decisions were made as information is still coming in. Committee members were told to look at the data, talk among themselves and continue the discussion at the next meeting. Rob will bring back more information on specific streams as well as mileage to the next meeting.

Kevin Bailey will speak on the JSA Methane Operation at the next meeting.

Margo Farnsworth shared that Don Becker of the TVA has invited the 4RBT to work with them in obtaining information for development of an informational packet. 4RBT would provide information on industrial sites, etc. and help develop a database on land use and water quality/ quantity. It was suggested Mr. Becker be invited to speak at our next meeting to further explain this program. It was also suggested an invitation be extended to Mark Davis, Purchase ADD, to also attend the meeting to see if the information packet might be included in what is provided to their industrial prospects.
