Introductions
Announcements: Kevin Murphy announced the River Sweep 2000 will be Saturday, June 17, 2000 at 8:00 a.m. Volunteers will meet at the foot of Broadway and clean from there to the Paducah Water Works intake. Posters and fliers were available.

Also Billy Smith, TVA, said a clean boating campaign will be at Moor's Marina on Saturday, 6/3/00, 10:00 am. Will show the use of a pumpout station. WKYQ radio station will be there broadcasting.

Paul Rister KFWS, said there will be a Kids Fishing event at Cadiz on June 10th. The 4RBT was welcome to use the event to promote our message if we want.

R. Wise said that the new sign for the 4 RBT office in Lone Oak was recently put up . Thanks to Kevin Murphy of the JSA for providing the building and office space.

Discussion: Don Swearingen will meet with the Calvert City Environmental Managers on 6/1/00 to seek funds for a 2nd printing of the status report.

Web Page: The web page promised by DOW has not yet appeared. Suggestions were made that the 4RBT could attach a page to the JPRC&D page. Cost would start at $75.00 per year for a domain name. K. Murphy volunteered an employee to design a page. Could ask Ken Cook to host it, maybe temporarily. Questions were raised about updates to the page and who would do them.

R. Wise to check on how other basins do this and what problems they have with the web page.

Bumper Stickers: Were mentioned as a means to get the word out. It was noted that our message wouldn't fit on one and other ways would be more effective. Also there is no money for printing costs. Steering committee not favorable on this.

Media Events: Public service announcements were discussed along with local radio programs. R. Wise to check on and discuss at July meeting.

The media will be at the new office soon and this will be an opportune time for presenting our program and purpose. Also discussed doing a video, R. Wise will check with PCC on this Bob Johnson will talk to C. Turner on what costs were involved to make his video. Funding may be available from the Community Rivers and Streams grant. Also to check on ADD for untapped education $.

Also discussed talking with Mike Wells and possibly host a spot on his fishing show, although it only lasts 1 to 1.5 minutes.

Jim Siress is to check on getting a CD made of the status report for the schools although it would take PageMaker program to read it.

Brochures: A three-fold, one page brochure would be made and inserted into electric bills or bank statements for distribution to the public.

Other: R. Wise reported on the non-point source conference held at Bowling Green. He said the conference was mainly on Karst and groundwater problems. Phosphorus is a continuing problem because of its abundance in animal waste and the growing number of chicken farms.

As a team project, Bob Johnson suggested that the 4RBT could have paper tents made that would be used in area motel rooms to inform housekeeping that clean sheets are not needed for customers staying for more than one night, thus saving water and decreasing wastewater. It was suggested that logos from sponsoring agencies could be on the reverse side of the tent.
