Announcements 

· The Bacon Creek Heritage Day will be held on October 19th in Bonnieville (Hart County).

· There will be a half-day Phase II Stormwater Workshop for MS4’s (Multiple Separate Storm Sewer Systems) presented for Bowling Green Officials on November 22. The workshop will be taught by Bowling Green City, Warren County, WKU and KY DOW representatives for the benefit of elected local officials and their staff. (Contact Dale Reynolds for details).

· EPA, KY DOT, and KY DOW personnel will present full-day Phase II Stormwater Workshops for MS4’s throughout the State. Current Issues

· The question was raised: What is the status of sewer project for Bonnieville? After the meeting numerous contacts were made and it was determined that EPA had given their approval, with some comments. The plans were now being circulated for the clearinghouse review.

· There was discussion about funding the establishment of an automatic sampling station in the Barren River at Bowling Green’s river walk park. It was suggested that monitoring funds may be available for monitoring nutrients and pathogens from PRIDE. Dale will check.

· Don Becker of TVA spoke at length about his interest in providing TVA support for projects and causes within their service area. He explained that Dr. Ritchie Taylor is already working with Joe Hayden (TVA) on promotion of NEMO (Nonpoint Education for Municipal Officials) concepts for urban growth.

· Discussion ensued about offering to initiate a pilot project in Bowling Green on watersheds and water quality. Dale will make contact with Jane Eller and report back.

· We are trying to get EPA to speak at our next meeting about their 15-year study on the main stem of the Upper Green River.
