Announcements:
Dale requested again that anyone who has an on-going sampling program in any of the Green-Tradewater watersheds please submit a listing of location names, coordinates, parameters sampled and/or sampling data to him or Lee Colten, so they can be considered during the selection process for the watershed monitoring task. The next Interagency Monitoring Workgroup (IMW) meeting will be held on 12/7 in Conference Room 2A of the Ash Building, 14 Reilly Road, Frankfort at 9:30 E.T.
Pat and Terry reported they are in the process of securing funds to produce additional copies of the Green/Tradewater Status Report.
Monitoring:
Dale reported that all planned monitoring sites should be selected by the next IMW meeting and plotted in the DOW’s GIS database before the next RBT meeting. He will bring mapping of the sampling points to the next RBT meeting for review and comment. The DOW will be receptive to suggestions and insight from the RBT. Discussion about the selection process resulted in team members requesting a "jpg" formatted file of the site mapping for review prior to the next meeting.
A rough (incomplete) draft copy of the Status Report was reviewed and suggestions were made to revise and rearrange the content. It was agreed that more emphasis should be given to sinkholes and the environmental issues they present. Chris and Ouida will provide that write-up.
It was also suggested that the recreational reservoirs and dams be highlighted (Pat Neichter will provide this write-up). Bonny reported that the NFW webpage lists all of the wildlife refuges.
The draft status report divides the Green/Tradewater Basin Management Unit into two regions: (1) Upper Green River Basin, and (2) Lower Green and Tradewater River Basins. This division was made along physiographic boundaries, due to geology and land use differences. Discussion about whether the boundary should be more a reflection of the hydrologic boundaries was resolved to understand that the text would rely on the physiographic boundaries, and the mapping would show the hydrologic boundaries.
Realizing that authors have prepared comprehensive presentations, it was suggested that we make the sections that were not able to be included in the published report, due to space limitations, available on a website.
Discussion about having the meeting in location rotate around the basin, to lessen the trip for those not located in Bowling Green, reached no firm conclusion.
