Announcements:
1. Dale announced that he would be moving to BG before the end of the month.
2. Judy announced that the Upper Green Watershed Watch Steering Committee would be meeting on 2/28 at the ACCA Museum in Horse Cave, KY.
Proposed Monitoring Locations:
Gary O'Dell presented the sampling location selection strategies used to choose the groundwater (GW) sampling locations. He also discussed sampling frequencies and analytical parameters. In summary, he reported that:
1. There would be 30 GW sites in the G/T Watershed + 19 established monitoring network sites
2. Sampling frequency will be quarterly during 2001
3. Springs will be favored over wells
4. The 30 new sites were being carefully selected within randomly selected topographic quadrangles
5. New site locations are selected favoring: accessibility, sensitive areas, springs of sufficient size to sample, and avoid areas of known contamination (currently being sampled or previously characterized)
Gary is looking for site (springs) suggestions (you can contact Dale or Gary).
David also reported that ACCA was looking for contaminated sinkholes in agricultural areas for remediation projects that they can fund.
Mike Mills reported that surface water biological sampling sites will predominately be in the downstream reach of 4th order streams (with some 3rd order). A habitat assessment will be performed on each site. Surface water sampling sites in the G/T Watershed will include:
· 25 Watershed Water Quality (WWQ) sites
· 13 Primary (water quality) sites (normally sampled bi-monthly) -.- this year only, they will be sampled monthly
· 64 Biological sites will be sampled once between May and September as soon as they can be scheduled
· 121 KFW sampling sites for fish and habitat assessment (88 in Green R., 8 in Tradewater R., and 25 in Ohio R.
· 6 US F&W sampling sites for fish and habitat assessment
· 45 Reference Reach Sites biological sampling (believed to be unimpacted or as close to pristine as currently possible)
· 65-70 Probabilistic biological sampling sites (totally random selection for statistical analyses)
· 30 ACOE water quality sampling sites at the 4 Corps lake projects (10 inflows, 4 tailwater, and 4 lake sediment sites per lake - Of those, 13 of the inflows and tailwater sites will be sampled monthly with the same parameters as KYDOW uses. The lake stations will sampled 4 times between May and September.)
Both Judy and David suggested that they would be willing to fund additional laboratory analyses if the more samples could be collected (more sites, or more frequent). Dale said he would propose the offer to the Div. Of Water. (As of 3/6 - DOW indicated that it was maxed-out on manpower commitments and laboratory analytical capacity. Therefore, could not provide additional sampling services.)
Meeting Schedule for 2001:
