Attendees: Bonny Laflin (KF&WR), Dale Reynolds (KDOW), Don Becker (TVA),  Kimberly Dukes (TVA), Pat Neichter (ACOE), and Steve Kellerman (KDWM). 
Announcements
·       Dale reported that Bonnieville’s sewer project is still delayed because it lacks a second bid for legal services related to title research for the acquisition of easements for the collection system and trunk line. I contacted Judy Petersen for a reference and called him. He will contact Mayor Bostic directly to discuss the situation with her. 
·       Soft Energy Associates recently relinquished their applications for hydro-power projects at the locks on the Green and Barren Rivers. Dale reported that he contacted David K. Brown to determine if it was a withdrawal in preparation for another approach at those locations. Mr. Brown said that they had withdrawn the applications to concentrate one larger project to be located on the Green River Dam.  
·       The Commonwealth Comprehensive Water Education Project (CCWEP) is still waiting for the MOA to be signed by U of L (the administrative partner).  As soon as it is received, work will commence on the conversion of the presentation materials for the Tennessee Growth Readiness Program into a Kentucky program. The materials were created by TVA. 
·       Dale also reported that the City of Bowling Green and Warren County officials are scheduled to take the next step in deciding to become a pilot site for the Kentucky Growth Readiness program. The next meeting will lay out the framework for the pilot program. 
·       Following up on a meeting with representatives of Owensboro and Davies County, a site visit was conducted to explore possible technical and/or financial assistance for a bank stabilization problem. The officials toured representatives from KY Fish & Wildlife, USDA-Natural Resources Conservation Service, and KY Transportation Cabinet to locations along Persimmon Ditch on the West side of Owensboro. None of the representatives were able to offer a program that could effectively deal with this urban runoff situation, but suggestions were made to address the problem. The cause was channelization and not riprap was not the solution. We will continue to seek other sources of financing. 
·       Dale held meetings with city and Hopkins County representatives in Madisonville, and made a brief presentation to the County fiscal court.  He also met with representatives of Henderson Municipal Utilities, who are responsible for handling storm water in all of the urbanized area of Henderson County. All of these representative were interested in obtaining training materials for the public outreach portions of the Phase II  Storm Water regulations. Future discussions are proposed. 
·       The third Ohio County Regional Wastewater District (OCRWD) meeting was held on 5/06/03 in Hartford to continue the process of establishing a sanitary sewer entity that will serve Hartford, Beaver Dam, and Centertown.  The OCRWD will not be a legal entity until each of the communities adopts the same set of ordinances and signs the interlocal agreement. 
·       Russellville will be seeking State Revolving Loan funds to finance a sewer extension for a development. Dale has offered to Shepard the application through the approval process. 
·       NonPoint Source personnel will be speaking to our team later this year about their outreach programs and provide some pointers on applying for 319 funds for next spring’s proposals. 
·       EPA’s  storm water web site has some good outreach materials that can be tailored for local use. Visit http://cfpub.epa.gov/npdes/stormwatermonth.cfm   
Industrial Site Conservation Design Handbook
Don Becker advised the team that TVA is creating a handbook to use for employing conservation measures in industrial site designs. Denny Painter is combining environmental awareness with his experience as a former developer to produce practices that will “green-up” industrial sites that will be eligible for TVA loans and/or grants. Mr. Painter will address our team when he is farther along with the handbook. 
It was reported that Warren County has already inquired about seeking assistance with a proposed addition to an existing industrial park.
