· The last Licking River Watershed Watch sampling event date for 2006 is:

· September 9
· Lajuanda will be conducting LRWW training sometime in August for two new members of the Strodes Creek Conservancy.  If you know of others who are interested in being trained, contact Lajuanda as soon as possible.

· There will be a Kentucky EXCEL meeting in Winchester on August 8 from 9:00 – 12:00 at the Clark County Cooperative Extension Office.
· Kentucky Nonpoint Source applications are being reviewed and ranked.  
· The First Annual Regional Wetlands Restoration Institute will be held on September 10 – 15, 2006, at Olympia Springs, Daniel Boone National Forest, Kentucky.  For more information, contact Anna Hoover at aghoov2@uky.edu or 859-257-8637.
· The Office of Surface Mining has been funding watershed groups and restorations.  They have been very active with this in West Virginia and are looking to expand into Kentucky.  The stream doesn’t necessarily have to have mining impacts.  They will consider straightpipe impacted streams.
· The US Forest Service has added 17 monitoring sites in the Licking River Basin.  They were randomly selected from streams in the basin with a drainage area greater than 5 square miles.  Macroinvertebrates and fish were collected and pebble counts and habitat assessments were conducted.  The data are being entered into the Division of Water’s biological database.

· The Department of Transportation has contacted Shanda and indicated they will begin the development of a plan for restoration activities on the portion of Town Branch purchased as the land acquisition portion of the Strodes Creek Conservancy’s 319 project.
Discussion:
· Hilary Lambert of Kentucky Waterways Alliance discussed their 319 project which includes developing guidance for completing a watershed based plan and assisting watersheds in the Salt and Licking River basins to develop a watershed based plan in order to test the guidance manual.  She indicated the guidance document is in an advanced draft stage and will be completed soon.  She also provided us with a draft flyer for soliciting interested communities or watershed groups to participate in the project.  Their grant agreement indicates they will work in a HUC 14 that is on the 303(d) list.  The flyer states the watershed selection for the project will occur in November 2006.
· Revision discussions and task assignments for updating the Basin Status Report:
· We reviewed and discussed the revised sections assigned at the last meeting.  The assignments were:
