Announcements:

· The Licking River Watershed Watch will hold three Regional Sample Results Meetings to discuss the results form the May and July sampling events.  The meetings will be held in the following locations:

· Winchester – August 7 at 6:00 – 7:30 at the Clark County Cooperative Extension office
· Morehead – August 9 at 6:00 – 7:30 at the Rowan County Public Library
· Northern Kentucky – August 14 at 7:00 – 8:30 at Thomas More College in S417, on the top floor of the Science Wing
· The last LRWW sampling event of the year will be held on September 8.  Due to financial constraints, only E.coli analysis will be performed for this low flow event.
· Bluegrass PRIDE’s Bluegrass Summer Soiree will be held on August 18 at 6:00 at Fasig-Tipton in Lexington.  An RSVP is requested by August 9.

· There will be a Strodes Creek Conservancy meeting on August 9 at 10:00 in the City Commission Chambers of City Hall in Winchester.  The SCC has set the second Thursday of each month at 10:00 as their standard meeting date and time.  All meetings will be in the City Commission Chambers unless otherwise announced.
· Sanitation District 1 is hosting a Watershed Summit on August 30 at 6:00 at the NKU METS Center (this is near the airport) to provide info about their local watershed efforts and their Consent Decree.
· As part of SD1’s Consent Decree, LRWW will receive $70,000 over 5 years for monitoring in the basin.
· The 2008 319 grant applications have been reviewed and ranked.  Applications were submitted for two watershed based plan development and implementation projects in the Licking River Basin.  One is for Triplett Creek and the other is for Hinkston Creek.  The groups whose applications ranked out should be notified by letter this week or next.
· The Kentucky Waterways Alliance has selected three watershed groups in the Licking and one in the Salt River Basins receive assistance and funding for developing a watershed based plan in a HUC 14.  This is part of a 319 grant KWA has received.  The Licking River groups are Fleming Creek, Strodes Creek, and Triplett Creek.  Strodes and Triplett have already met with KWA to select the HUC 14 in which the plan will be developed.  Pending approval by DOW, the HUC 14s will be Hancock Creek – Strodes and Dry Creek – Triplett.  The meeting with Fleming Creek will be on August 28.
· There will be a Banklick Watershed Council meeting on August 16 at 1:30 at the NKAPC office. 

· The Eastern Kentucky PRIDE Envi Awards will be held on August 28 at 10:00 in Hazard.  An RSVP is requested by August 15.  This year is the 10th anniversary of the organization.
Updates:
· The 2008 319 grant applications have been reviewed and ranked.  Applications were submitted for two watershed  based plan development and implementation projects in the Licking River Basin.  One is for Triplett Creek (Rowan Co.) and the other is for Hinkston Creek (Montgomery Co.).  The groups whose applications ranked out should be notified by letter this week or next.  

· The Kentucky Waterways Alliance has selected three watershed groups in the Licking and one in the Salt River basins to receive assistance and funding for developing a watershed based plan in a HUC 14.  This is part of a 319 grant KWA has received.  The Licking River groups are Fleming Creek, Strodes Creek, and Triplett Creek.  Strodes and Triplett have already met with KWA to select the HUC 14 in which the plan will be developed. Pending approval by DOW, the HUC 14s will be Hancock Creek – Strodes and Dry Creek – Triplett.  The meeting with Fleming Co. will be on August 28.
Discussion:
· Basin Status Report – we have obtained money from a 319 grant the Kentucky Environmental Education Council is closing out in December to pay for layout and printing of the status report.  This is $10,0000.
· Layout – the invoice from KEEC and the content of the report will go to the printing service within two weeks.  They will provide us with a rough draft for comment and revision and then finalize the layout and proceed with printing.
· Printing – the amount of time to do the actual printing of the report will depend on the number of printing jobs in front of ours.  It only takes a couple of weeks, once we reach the front of the line.
· Narrative –

· I have pasted the narrative sections into a Word document that I will put on our ftp site for your review.  We reviewed and discussed the narrative.  I need a quick turn-around time on comments, so I can incorporate them prior to sending the files for layout.  I will email you the ftp site link.

· Length 
· With just the narrative (and a few graphics from the original report that I couldn’t easily delete), and using the 11pt Arial font we agreed upon, the new report is already up to 35 pages.  If I convert to 10 pt font, it shrinks to 31 pages, but we will still have to add the maps, pictures and text boxes.  Please let me know your thoughts regarding this issue.  
· Please review the narrative and see if you can identify parts that can easily be cut.  I have been trying to do this, but I am too close to it and I’m having trouble being objective.  Please send your thoughts on this to me as soon as possible.

· Glossary – we had discussed having a glossary, but I think this will add too many more pages.  We can have a glossary in the electronic version on the website.  We need to identify any words in the narrative that we will define with a text box or with a simple definition within the text.
