Announcements:

· There will be a Strodes Creek Conservancy meeting on March 8 at 10:00 in the City Commission Chambers of City Hall in Winchester.  The SCC has set the second Thursday of each month at 10:00 as their standard meeting date and time.  All meetings will be in the City Commission Chambers unless otherwise announced.
· The Williamstown Lake Expansion Committee meeting will be held on March 21 at 7:00 PM at the Williamstown City Building.

· Kentucky Waterways Alliance has met with the Strodes Creek Conservancy Director, and will meet with project managers for the Fleming Creek project and the Triplett Creek Group to discuss the possibility of developing watershed based plans in HUC 14s in these watersheds.  This is part of a KWA 319 grant.
· 2008 319 grant Initial Interest form deadline has passed.  Completed applications must be submitted by May 18, 2007.  Three Initial Interest forms were submitted for projects in the Licking River Basin.

· There will be a meeting of the Licking River Watershed Watch Steering Committee on March 19, 2007, at 6:00 at Campbell’s Restaurant in Paris.

· There will be a Kentucky Waterways Alliance meeting on March 24 at Midway College from 9:00 – 4:00.

· Jack Stickney with Kentucky Rural Water Association announced one of his focus areas for 2007 will be the South Fork Licking.  He is planning on conducting a workshop this summer.
· The US Forest Service has conducted one public meeting in Menifee County regarding the Beaver Creek watershed.  Another meeting will be held on March 31.  The purpose of these meetings is to listen and gather information from citizens about their knowledge and concerns related to the watershed.  This information will be used in the forest plan.
Updates:

· The Licking River Watershed Watch Annual Conference was a success.  43 people attended on Saturday.  11 people attended the social on Friday night.  The 2006 data were discussed by the Science Advisors.  There were lively discussions of water quality related issues and activities in the basin and what LRWW’s future direction will be.  Local government officials from Covington and Winchester shared their community’s water quality issues, and there was a Growth Readiness presentation.  New officers were elected for 2007.  Chair – Yvonne Meichtry, NKU; Vice-Chair – Barry Tonning, Tetra Tech; Treasurer – Marie Halpin; and Secretary – Lajuanda Haight-Maybriar
· The Fleming Creek Oversight Committee met on February 22 and finalized the selection of subwatersheds for targeting with 319 BMP cost share funds.  The subwatersheds selected are Cassidy Creek and Flat Run.  Contact Emily Anderson for further information at 606-845-9387.
