Announcements:

· The last Licking River Watershed Watch sampling event of the year was held on September 8.  77 sites were sampled and submitted for analysis.  This is approximately 50% of the active sites in the basin.  Many sites couldn’t be sampled because there wasn’t any water.
· LRWW’s formal application was accepted by Sanitation District No. 1’s board and they agreed to provide $17,500 for the 2008 sampling year as part of the State Supplemental Environmental Project in their Consent Decree with EPA.  This is part of the $70000 LRWW will receive over 4 years.  SD1 is working on a press release.  Lajuanda and Marie Halpin represented LRWW at the board meeting.  The board members were very professional and prepared for all of the items discussed on the agenda.

· The Bluegrass Watershed Summit being hosted by the Bluegrass Partnership for a Green Community, and originally scheduled for October 25, has been changed to October 23.  It will be at 6:00 pm.  Dinner will be provided.  Participation is by registration only and you will be given the location when you register.  For further info and to register please go to http://kywater.net/bluegrass/ .  The summit is limited to stakeholders with concerns regarding watersheds located within the Bluegrass.  This includes Strodes Creek, Townsend Creek, and Stoner Creek.  If you have a project or an interest in a Bluegrass area watershed, please try to participate in this summit.  
· The Strodes Creek Conservancy will conduct their monthly meeting on October 11 at 10:00 in the City Council chambers.  There will also be a KWA planning meeting for the Hancock Creek watershed based plan following the SCC meeting.

· The last two rounds of pathogen samples for the recreational season will be collected for the Strodes Creek 319 project on October 10 and 23. 

· There will be a KWA field trip/visual assessment of Dry Creek in Rowan Co. on October 9 at 1:00.  Contact April Haight for further information.

· There will be a KWA planning meeting for the Town Branch watershed based plan in Flemingsburg at 2:30 on October 11. 
· Lajuanda will be meeting with a citizens group that is forming on Stoner Creek in Bourbon County on October 9 at 3:00 to provide water quality information and discuss watershed based plans and funding sources.  Contact Lajuanda for further information.

· The Kentucky Waterways Alliance quarterly meeting will be in Winchester on Dec. 8.  Location TBA.

· Licking River Valley RC&D council has signed a Memorandum of Agreement with US Fish and Wildlife Service for $50,000 to be used for BMPs in riparian areas targeted to protecting or enhancing endangered species.  This funding is hoped to be used in conjunction with farm bill projects, cost share funding, or Phase 1 funding, and can be used in any of the counties covered by the RC&D.
· Licking River Valley RC&D council will also receive $17,000 from another USFW program.  Brent Harrel will be coming to talk to the council this Thursday. 

· Mindy has attended a Vision 2015 meeting (Parks Task Force) in northern Kentucky.  The group is  trying to educate the public about all parks in the area and to better connect them, starting with the Licking River.  The plan is to establish a new park and then connect it to other parks to create a Licking River Greenway.
Updates:
· The Licking River Watershed Watch will hold three Regional Sample Results Meetings to discuss the results from the September sampling event.  The dates and locations have not yet been determined.
Discussion:

· Jack informed us that Salyersville has severe water quantity problems.  Water stopped flowing over their dam that creates the pool for the city’s water withdrawal last week.  Bill Caldwell, DOW, has given them a variance to mix water from their wells with the water withdrawn from the Licking River.  KGS has done much work there on assessing GW in area.  The current well water has 350 ppm chlorides from oil and gas recovery.
· Basin Status Report 

· The corrections to the DOW 2006 Integrated Report separate coverages have been made.  We are trying to complete the development of an overall use designation coverage from these.  As soon as this is completed, the maps will be completed and the draft will be submitted for layout design and printing.

· Go over maps already prepared.

· Please begin to compile any monitoring data and/or information your agency has collected or plans to collect by 2009.  We will begin looking at this data in January to determine our recommendations for monitoring plans in the basin during our next monitoring cycle.  We will need detailed information regarding sample collection locations (including lats and longs), dates of collection, parameters analyzed or to be analyzed, and results if sampling completed.
