Administrative Matters
There were no changes to the October minutes. However, some wondered whether they had received these in advance or not. [I checked; they were E-mailed on October 18. P.W.]
Announcements/Networking
· The Kentucky Waterways Alliance has arranged for photographs to be displayed in the corridor connecting the Capitol and the Capitol Annex, during the legislative session. Any environmental photos are welcome, although KWA would like for them to be nicely displayed (i.e. framed), and they have no budget. Lew had some interest.
· The Team web site has been fixed. Pamla has E-mailed the address to team members.
· Doug Hines said that there has been ten years’ worth of bulldozing done this fall: cleaning out ponds and riparian areas. Lew said there is a lot of timbering in wetlands that are usually inaccessible.
Watershed Signage
Pamla said Barry volunteered to represent the Licking on the statewide signage workgroup. Susan and Marc mentioned other states that label river basins: North Carolina, Virginia, others. All agreed that watershed signage is important. Marc and Lew said to at least identify the streams under bridges.
Statewide Watershed Steering Committee
Pamla said the Statewide Watershed Steering Committee (WSC) is meeting December 10. Team members expressed concern about the representation of the Licking River basin on the committee, but Pamla could not remember who serves on the WSC. Marc clarified that he wishes to continue to attend meetings of the Monitoring workgroup, and Pamla apologized for not having informed him of the meetings about the Cumberland and Four Rivers monitoring.
Outreach Contacts
Pamla said the Kentucky Association of Counties has agreed to sign a letter of support for the Watershed Management Framework. The letter could be hand-carried to Judge Executives. Pamla said she was working up guidance for interviews with Judge Executives and has set a goal of talking to two per month. She asked if Team members were willing to conduct or attend such interviews. Tom said he would interview Judges in his 8-county area. Lew said he would accompany Pamla; Marc said he would "sit in the back" in Boone, Campbell, Kenton, and maybe Pendleton and Bracken; Susan said she may go along or accompany.
Pamla also said she would like to interview media representatives, more than one per month. Someone said it would be best to meet with editorial boards.
Data
Pamla asked if the Team wants to see the interagency monitoring data as it arrives. Marc does. He also needs to know what the limits would be on redistribution. There was discussion about who will interpret the data and what will be used in assessments, but unresolved questions remained.
Hydrologic/drought report
Pamla distributed a tentative outline for the report discussed at the September meeting. Doug, Lew and Marc agreed to get photos of creek and riparian bulldozing activity.
It was agreed to add discussion about the inadequacy of wetlands protection and the 2 acre exemption. Tom Leith agreed to write about the uses of NRCS post-flood emergency management funding.
Visual Stream Protocol
Pamla asked if Kentucky NRCS is using the Visual Stream Assessment Protocol developed by the central office. Doug said he hadn’t seen the Protocol and had heard of no training on it. However, he said that protocol is preceded by an earlier version (late 1980’s or early 1990’s).
Pamla’s work objectives
Pamla’s priorities are: outreach interviews; the hydrology/drought report; bibliography of data and information for the basin; and maps of special areas in the basin (like those presented at the public meeting, described above).
Closing/next meeting
There will be no team meeting in December. The January meeting may be in Magoffin or Morgan County.
Tasks/assignments
All: Consider signage issues and give feedback to Pamla and/or Barry.
Doug, Lew, and Marc:
Obtain photos of creek and riparian bulldozing activity.
Marc: Return the northern Kentucky CSO report to Pamla at the January meeting.
Pamla:
· Send Lew information about the KWA photograph display.
· Check on Licking River Basin representation on the Statewide Watershed Steering Committee.
· Add Marc to the statewide Monitoring Workgroup. Send him minutes from the past two meetings.
· Finish guidance for outreach interviews. Set up some interviews.
· Figure out what monitoring data is available and how to get it to Marc (with distribution guidance).
· Clarify the interpretation plans for interagency monitoring data.
· Pursue other objectives (see above).
