 Administrative: 
· The new 5-year cycle begins again July 1. 
· The Status and Trends report will be web-based and printed only on once piece of paper (11x14), unless we can find funds for printing.  Lee Colten is calling for a centerfold-type 305b map. 
· Pamla will remain LR basin coordinator only through August, at best. We’ll know more before the April meeting. 
319 grant applications 
· Barry Tonning’s Burning Fork proposal to address wastewater issues in Burning Fork will be funded. 
· The Strodes Creek Conservancy’s (Winchester) proposal for educational activities is still under consideration but will need some alterations. 
· Andy Dickerson’s (TNC’s) Townsend Creek/LRB proposal will be funded. 
· Marc’s proposal to analyze groundwater and other watershed data was rejected. 
· Marc’s proposal for a northern KY coalition to address pathogens is still under consideration. That proposal includes the kiosks mentioned in the last meeting. 
Unsewered wastewater - Strodes Creek – Bourbon County
Tom Leith talked about his education campaign targeted at septic tank owners in Bourbon County. This project is his contribution to the Strodes Creek priority watershed activities. Most of Bourbon County is on septic. The group complimented and critiqued the pamphlet, which will be direct-mailed and handed out. Bill Caldwell wants to add “Dos and Donts.” The project is supported by E KY PRIDE ($1200). The Strodes Creek Conservancy is seeking funds to reproduce the program in Clark County. 
Discussion 
Marc said Kentucky has 3 times as many illegal discharges as legal discharges (estimated 16,400 permitted vs. 40-50,000 illegal),and reminded us that the 305b report to Congress did not mention these 40,000 straightpipes. 
Marc also said he would like for DOW to use citizen monitoring for source identification by watershed characterization. This would require much higher citizen participation but would yield significant results. 
Pat said the Salt Team had their meeting at the middle school, with the County Judge and 7th graders. Russ Barnett had asked if the students if they had septic (all did), and how many had been pumped (one had). The County Judge invited the students and the Team to the next fiscal court meeting. 
There was also discussion about legal jurisdiction over on-site wastewater treatment. Tom mentioned that a Sanitation District could take this on. Pamla said that the Electrical Co-ops has been actively working on a small system at Preston in Bath County, where they would provide ongoing maintenance. Also, Letcher County has a county-wide plan for wastewater treatment solutions, including non-sewered areas. Barry’s grant for Burning Fork requires some method of assuring operations and maintenance. Marc said the septic tank service industry would be more successful if it raised its professional standards, appearance, and marketing – as the lawn care industry has. 
Basin Plan
Pat said that the Salt Basin Team has agreed that the basin plan should offer answers to the question: “if you are planning some kind of action, how can you get there, and where are the resources?”  Pamla will send the Team a report outline. The Team reviewed a list of Framework partners and noted which have been active and are important to include in the Licking Basin Plan. All statewide Watershed Steering Committee groups will be invited to send a report.
