The meeting started at around 9:15.  
Announcements and Updates 
· Steve Gray, DOF, had talked at the Louisville Grotto Group in March.  He explained that he discussed the Basin Team along with other topics.  There was discussion at the basin meeting about what the Grotto Club was, it is the Louisville Chapter of a Caving group. 
· Angela Kessans announced that Laila Lienesch, USFWS, has now moved and will no longer be a team member.  She noted that she had tried twice contacting Laila’s supervisor, but that he still hasn’t contacted her about a replacement. 

· Angela Kessans announced that the Salt River Watershed Watch opened there sixth season.  She told the group that they have scheduled three training events.  These will be April 12-LaGrange, April 19-Bardstown, and April 26-Louisville. 
· Angela Kessans announced that the Kentucky Exotic Pest Plant Council will be holding their 5th annual meeting on May 15-17, 2003.  The meeting will be held at the Campbell House Inn in Lexington, KY.  For more information please see the attachment. 
· Angela Kessans announced that Rosetta Fackler, DOW, has asked for contact names of those individuals in the Salt River Basin that might be interested in attending the Environmental Education Council on the Governor’s Youth Environmental Summit on Planned Growth.  She had sent this email out to the team members and received good feedback.  At the meeting Operation Brightside individuals, Basin Team members, Sinking Creek Watershed Council members, and Friends of Floyds Fork were mentioned as possibilities. 

· The last announcement was regarding a motivational speaker that presented at the first meeting of the new Watershed Branch formed at the DOW.  She explained how great this speaker was and how he really got the individuals involved.  At the end of the meeting he had a course catalog that he handed out. Discussion of last meeting 
· Angela Kessans asked the team members that attended the meeting last month at Spencer County Middle School what they thought about the meeting. 

· There was very good feedback from the members, it seemed that all that attended really enjoyed themselves and thought that it was a great experience for all involved. 

· Angela Kessans reminded members that the meeting summary from that meeting along with all other team meetings were posted on the Salt River Basin link on the DOW’s homepage located at www.watersheds.ky.gov.  The minutes are also included as an attachment. 
Recommendations for other outings this year

She received some good comments.  Tom Mesko mentioned that USGS had maps we could use for the Sub-Watershed summaries.  Barry Nichols mentioned that it should discuss what a HUC is and that we should include these ID numbers when naming the sub-watersheds. 

Angela Kessans asked the members about our mobilization strategy for the sub-watersheds in the basin.  The group was very confused as to the term mobilization strategy.  They mentioned that that was never a word that was used by the team.  I gave them what Pam Woods, Licking Basin Coordinator, developed for this section of the Salt River Basin Management Plan.  They thought that they had done this although they used terms low, medium, high and priority, instead of Tier I, II, III and priority.  Angela Kessans explained that she could not find this information.  Tom Mesko said he would try and find it and send it.  Angela will discuss the mobilization term with Pam Woods and Lee Colten. 

She explained that she would be trying to get some of the Priority Watershed developed next.  Sinking Creek Plan had been started.  Beargrass Creek as a group already working on the very thing.  She explained that she would write a short summary describing the progress and what the outcomes will be.  She will include the Plan when it is finished.  The last two priorities would be a little harder than the first two because she still has to make contacts and find a group that wants to help develop a plan and to carry it out.
