Updates and Announcements: 
Angela Kessans, Basin Coordinator, reminded members that she had been sending many funding opportunity announcements out via e-mail throughout the last month.  She asked that any team members that had ideas where some of the opportunities might be of use, that they contact her and she would do all the contacting and work.  She really wants ideas for some projects to initiate. 
The Coordinator also announced that all current funding opportunities that DOW has been made aware of are now posted on the Watersheds Homepage (http://.kywatersheds.org).  
Angela mentioned that she had been trying to obtain contact information for individuals in the Salt River-Van Buren Watershed.  She needed this both for the invitations to the Watershed Roundtable and also for the Plan for this Priority Watershed in the Basin Management Plan.  Russ Barnett said that he would get that contact information for me. 
The Coordinator informed group that she had been in contact with Traci Powell, Jefferson County Health Department, and that Traci no longer wants to be involved with the Basin Team.  She felt as though it wasn’t worth her time.  Angela asked for a replacement for her on the team.  She said that she would ask her supervisor for a replacement for her.  Angela will update team when she gets a response.  Russ Barnett said to contact Judy Nealson and ask her directly. 
Basin Management Plan Review: 
Angela explained to the members that she was trying to finish up with the Basin Management Plan.  She still had a few more tasks ahead of her, but that she had made a great deal of progress.  She told the team she had been contemplating the best way for the team to review the web document.  She explained that because it will be web-based it id a little hard to send out electronic copies and have the team try and put it together themselves. 
She decided that she would ask that all present members please take the time to review it when she sent it out.  That is was extremely important to have it reviewed properly and that she needed all the eyes she could get.  A few of the team members asked if she could print it hardcopy and send it to them.  So, she mentioned that she would send out an e-mail to the members and ask if they would like it hardcopy also. 
Russ Barnett mentioned that it might be useful to call a meeting at a restaurant/lounge location once it had been sent out for review to have the team in a relaxed atmosphere to discuss their comments.  This decision will be explored further in the near future. 
Measures of Success to Use in Basin Management Plan: 
The Coordinator mentioned that Pat Neichter had discussed a way to measure success at several of the last few team meetings.  She told the group that she really liked this way and that she proposed that they use this tool.  She couldn’t remember the way he explained it very well, but the group remembered.  The members agreed that it would be a great way to discuss the success of these plans.  Angela will contact Pat and get a better understanding. 
Russ Barnett mentioned that Angela night want to consider reviewing the Department for Environmental Protection’s Strategic Plan. 
Sinking Creek Tour and Meeting: 
Steve Gray had mentioned at the last Basin Team meeting that he would be happy to do a tour of Sinking Creek for both the Basin Team members and also the Sinking Creek Watershed Council folks.  Angela introduced this to the Watershed Council members and they were very receptive to the idea. 
Angela mentioned this at this meeting and members seemed to be excited about doing it.  Steve had thought of maybe doing a full day tour (spending the morning on the Creek and the afternoon doing a cave tour).  Allan Dittmer thought it would be great to be able to attend a Council meeting.  He said that he would be willing to get a van and members could carpool down there.  Angela will look for a date, discuss with the Watershed Council members and get back to the team by next month’s meeting. 
Open Topic Discussion and Updates: 
· Russ Barnett told the members that May 17, 2003 Watershed Watch volunteers will be out sampling 70 sites throughout the state for pesticides. 
· He also informed members that the Water Environmental Association will meet in Owensboro on May 22, 2003. 
· Russ reminded members that Kentucky Waterways Alliance will be having their meeting June 20, 2003 at KY State University. 
· Russ updated members on Riparian Restoration and Bioremediation Training on Harrods Creek that was held April 27, 2003. 
· Russ asked for volunteers the first week of June to help with a Jefferson County Public School Summer Camp.  The children will be videotaping the Salt River.  He also asked for topics for the kids to try and videotape.  Contact him for more information. 
· Steve Gray told group that the DOF will be holding a Forestry/Water Quality Field Day in August.  He asked members for location suggestions.  The two conditions are there must be a perennial stream and on-going forest management practices.  Abby of Kasemenia in Nelson County was suggested. 

· Steve asked group about the KY Transportation Cabinet Program for Stream Restoration.  DOF had been contacted and asked for locations where they could do mitigation work.  Steve wanted to know if any member knew about this program.  Mike Mudd suggested he contact John Dovak at DOW. 
· Group got onto the subject of Fort Knox.  Discussed inviting someone to attend Basin Team meeting to represent Fort Knox.  Steve said he would contact Al Freeman about this. 
· Russ brought up the DOW reorganization.  Mike Mudd said that he would mail out electronic version of the organizational chart. 
Conclusion: 
Angela will send out copies of the Basin Management Plan to those that attended the meeting, and will send out e-mail to those that didn’t attend asking them to review the Plan.  Please take time to review the plan.  I will no longer need comments by June 1, 2003.  I will not be bringing it to the Steering Committee for review.
