Highlights:
· Completed the ranking of the watersheds 

· Currently working on the Plan Development Phase 

· As the KRBT moves through the different phases of the Cycle, the process evolves from having more State/team input/responsibility to having more stakeholder input/responsibility 

· Working on how to get the word out to stakeholders 

· Have created a web site for the monitoring report 

SRBT
· Mike gave a brief review of what phase the SRBT is in the cycle. 

Highlights:
· Have ranked the data layers 

· Divided up responsibility to review the data layers 

· Final data layers due to Steve Bolssen by July 31, 2000. 

· SRBT had a layout designed for the monitoring report before Mike became the coordinator - may need to re-evaluate this layout 

KRBT Web Site
· Greg conducted a demonstration of the web site created to present the KRBT monitoring report. (Handouts)

· August 4, 2000 is target date for the site to go public 

· The print formats can be tailored to any use. Example: the 97 reports can be aggregated to the county level, region level, etc. 

· Eventually expand the web site to be more than a presentation of data; to also be a point of contact for feedback 

· Erman presented an example of the map locator feature provided on the web site.
