· Lake Linville wetland construction meeting is 10/26/07
· Mill Creek stream restoration field day is 10/26/07

· Rock Creek in McCreary County will receive 319 nonpoint source grant funds for Phase III restoration of the stream from acid mine drainage damage.  This was the only 319 funded project in the basin this for this grant cycle.
· Jim Hays reported that the Cromer Ridge Restoration Project has begun and will continue into next year.

· Joyce will bring water and wastewater project lists from CVADD to future team meetings.

Mass Media Campaign
Rob reported that they Mass Media Campaign continues to progress slowly due to change over in the project leaders.  Currently EKU students are giving presentations on nonpoint source pollution to organizations around the basin.  There will also be some educational media presented thru TV ads.  The project will wrap up in December.
TMDL Monitoring Priorities in 2008
Basin Team members elected to send up all remaining 303d listed streams as priorities for TMDL development in 2008.

Impacts of Water Quality Changes below Wolf Creek Dam
John Williams gave a presentation on impacts of the Wolf Creek Dam rehab.  Due to lower release flows at the dam and a hot summer the temperature in the Cumberland River increased enough to stress the trout population.  KYFWR choose to ease creel restrictions so that fish caught by anglers would not be returned to the river where they would likely die.  John and his staff collected data through out the summer and while the water temperature did near critical levels there were no fish kills reported.  As the temperature has cooled the water temps have decreased as well and the creel restrictions have been lifted.
