Mass Media Campaign Update


The Upper Cumberland mass media campaign is undergoing some changes.  The EKU professor assigned to the project has changed jobs and will no longer be working on the campaign.  A new staff person has been assigned to complete the campaign.  More information will be available at the next Basin Team meeting.

Project Updates

· Lake Linville: the group has resubmitted a 319h grant proposal for the 2008 funding cycle.  
· Corbin City Reservior:  Draft of watershed plan is under review by KY DOW.  Continued monitoring and implementation of watershed plan is pending the release of EPA 319h funding.

· Roundstone Creek:  Project is almost completed and will end in fall.

Water Quality Monitoring Updates
· Draft water quality data from the Sinking Creek watershed nonpoint source assessment is available.  The biological data is still be analyzed.  The deadline for the project report is late 2007.
· Basin data for the EPA 305b/303d Integrated Report will be available in 2008.

· DOW is continuing to work on TMDLs in the Upper Cumberland.  Current work includes South Fork of Rockcastle, Little Laurel River, Renfro Creek, Roundstone Creek, Skegg Creek, and Raccoon Creek.  Two other streams have been recommended for TMDL’s: Mitchell Creek and Sinking Creek.
