Monitoring Update
Rob updated the team on the status of the monitoring cycle and added that the completed data will not be available until next summer or fall. Richard added that the Corp has biological data for several lakes dating back to 1997. He will send this info to Rob. It was also mentioned that Cumberland Gap National Park is collecting data that is not mentioned in the strategic monitoring plan. Rob agreed to check on this. Rob stated that he was considering a map of ambient, UCR target and Bac-T sample sites to demonstrate the success of the assessment phase. Several team members thought that such a map may already exist. Rob will check into this.

Many questions arose regarding the availability of the data and the format it will be presented in. Gary requested that a timeline be prepared for the data for the next basin meeting. He also asked if a server site would be available as a data clearinghouse for all of the basin information collected. Concerns were raised that several entities such as PRIDE and Waterwatch have collected data that is not being considered. Several team members volunteered to assist in managing the data. It was requested that Lee Colten be present at the next basin meeting to clear up issues on data gathered and its availability.

Goal Setting
Rob asked the team to think about how to develop local task forces for the next phase of the basin cycle. Suggested contacts included: PRIDE coordinators, Watershed Watch participants, County Judge Executives, civic groups, Chambers of Commerce, and County Extension agents.
Rob passed around a draft of a proposed tabletop display for the watershed framework. The display will be tailored for each basin and can be used at presentations and field days. Team members commented that they would like to see lots of photographs and colorful maps so that the display is visually interesting.

Other short term needs included developing newspaper articles promoting watershed planning. Also developing specific information for presentations to local officials including local monitoring data, examples of local problems and GIS mapping of specific watersheds. Several team members concluded that data from PRIDE and Watershed Watch may be sufficient to begin developing local presentations.

Gary suggested a Powerpoint presentation for local officials. Rob agreed, however equipment is not available at this time. Discussion concerning funding for equipment followed.
