	The 200_ Annual Pretreatment Program Report is due March 1, 200_, and is a required condition of your Kentucky Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (KPDES) permit(s).  The enclosed report form is being distributed to all approved pretreatment program control authorities to assist in assembling and reporting the information required.  The 200_ Annual Report is for the entire 200_ calendar year.  At the beginning of the fourth (4th) quarter, Pretreatment Discharge Monitoring Reports (PDMRs) were mailed out with KPDES DMRs to be completed and post marked no later than January 28, 200_.





In the past, the Division of Water has not enforced the sludge monitoring requirement for facilities that store sludge in lagoons.  Sludge data provides valuable information regarding plant performance and is useful in local limits development.  Ultimately, knowledge of sludge quality in lagoons will be necessary when the facility is closed.  Starting with the 1999 PDMRs, facilities which store sludge in lagoons will be required to monitor that sludge at least annually.





For the 200_ Annual Report, due March 1, 200_, the POTW will submit the cover sheet, Pretreatment Performance Summary, Attachment B - Significant Industrial User Information Sheet, and Attachment C - Narrative Summary of Pretreatment Program.  You will notice some minor changes on each sheet.  On the cover sheet, the date has been filled in and the previous report period removed.  On Attachment B, you will need to report the IU’s point of contact and complete mailing address.  Completing these items will satisfy your annual reporting requirement.





	It is important that that you complete the forms that are enclosed.  If your program is currently inactive, please fully complete the cover page only, and indicate thereon that the program is inactive.  Forms that are incomplete or inaccurate will be returned for revision.
