Ted Withrow handed out the Big and Little Sandy River Basin Status Report. Discussed the report it was received with enthusiasm. Paul thought it was about the right length so as not to intimidate and bore most reader that it targets.

Ted discussed what the Elliot County Extension office has been doing to protect Laurel Creek an Exceptional Water in the head of the Little Sandy River (a great success story). He stated that Caney Creek which is also in the same watershed just a ridge over is also an Exceptional Water in need of protection. They represent the only two cold water habitats in the basin.

Discussed the Fallsberg sewer project and Held first community meeting. Louisa is in the process of extending lines that will pick up 500 homes and will come within about two miles, funding has not been obtained for the extension at this time, so it would be easier to amend the Facilities 201 at this point.

Ted reported that PRIDE has $800,00 for 20 people to go door to door over the next three years to educate and talk to people about septic systems and alternatives to the traditional septic tank and lateral field. Some of the alternative systems available: Drip irrigation, peat modules, constructed wetlands, gravel filters, spray irrigation.

Ted gave an update to the question raised last month about monitoring on some streams monitored by Water Watch. The streams were too small to fit within the monitoring plan.
Team members wanted Ted to review the Basin Management cycle with them and where we are now. He did so.

Discussed some probable outcomes of the monitoring effort underway presently. Can expect about 200 streams to be listed as impaired if this basin compares similarly with previous basins monitored.

Clark was interested in getting permission to use the digital information used to create the posters at last years state fair for interpretive signs. Clark also stated that it would be nice to have signs posted when entering a watershed for public awareness.
