	Welcome and thank you for attending the meeting.  There has been a great deal of progress made and this evening’s presentations will provide an update on that progress.  The Technical Advisory Committee has been meeting and providing in-depth review and comments on the model development.  It contains representation from groups throughout the watershed.  After the presentation we will take questions from the audience. (Introduced Dr. Lindell Ormsbee from Kentucky Water Resource Research Institute to provide an update on the Stakeholder Engagement Process.)  

	
	PRESENTATION by Dr. Lindell Ormsbee 
FLOYDS FORK STATEHOLDER PROCESS


	Question
	In the stakeholder meetings, we threw out water quality trading as an option.

	Answer
	The scenarios in the presentation are only suggestions at this point. 

	Question
	The stakeholders did not recommend these scenarios.  They were suggestions from UK.  

	Answer
	The scenarios came from interviews.  In the next steps we will explain all the scenarios and address questions.  

	Question
	These weren’t suggested by KDOW, they came from the groups?

	Answer
	Yes, they came from stakeholders and interviews.

	Question
	Is there a record? Can you identify the pilot group?

	Answer
	The pilot groups are volunteers who represent multiple stakeholders. Can not identify individuals.  It’s a requirement to provide confidentiality as part of social science research.  

	Question
	How do you get around the open records requirement?

	Answer
	It’s not applicable to this type of research.  We can’t identify the individuals, but can identify the groups they represent.  An individual was present from the groups identified in the presentation.  

	Question
	Can we have data of how many individuals are represented in each group?

	Answer
	The pilot group acts as a sounding board for the process.  They did not make the scenario suggestions.  The scenarios suggestions came from the interviews.  

	Question
	Given this process, if you are not in the pilot group, you can still provide input in the process?

	Answer
	Purpose of the stakeholder process is to gather information from the public on what they like and don’t like for the watershed.  The public meetings that will take place as part of the process will allow the public to provide feedback on scenarios.  

	question
	It seems that the scenarios are skewed.   It doesn’t allow for outside the box thinking. 

	Answer
	There is no intent to skew the scenarios.  In this stage we are trying to get feedback.  The purpose of this stage is to get feedback, not to eliminate options.  The public meetings will allow people to select their preference.  The results will be provided to the community and KDOW to gage the community’s interest in how to move forward.  The report will be published with both quantitative and qualitative results.  It will provide the distribution of results.    

	Question
	How do you define Green Space?

	Answer
	Urban Green Space such as a city park would be an example.

	Question
	Could the responses from the public in the public meeting be skewed based upon the attendees?  

	Answer
	We will ask for demographic information.  That will be available in the report as well.  We’ll be able to see if there is distribution among groups.  

	Question
	What is meant by a development review overlay?

	Answer
	Some type of ordinance that provides the type of development that can take place.  

	Question
	Can we send suggestions to the floydsfork@ky.gov site?

	Answer
	Yes and Dr. Ormsbee’s email is included in the presentation. 

	Question
	Have you talked about how all impairments are addressed in the TMDL and how this TMDL only addresses a few?

	Answer
	The stakeholder process is separate from the TMDL development process.  

	Question
	With the nutrient management strategy, proposing policy and ordinance type of scenarios to achieve certain levels of nutrients? 

	Answer
	Not proposing or advocating. Just capturing and documenting what people think about the issues.  

	Question
	Can you tell me what TMDL stands for? What is it?

	Answer
	TMDL is an acronym for Total Maximum Daily Load. The process is part of the Clean Water Act.  It determines the maximum amount of load a stream can handle and still meet its uses.

MONITORING UPDATES



	Question
	What are the causes?

	Answer
	There are multiple sources.

	Question
	2012 was a drought year.  Was this taken into account?

	Answer
	Yes.  Some sampling had to be earlier in the year and we did take the drought into account.  

	Question
	Did the monitoring include multiple visits?

	Answer
	Each site had one biological sampling event.  We also reviewed the previous data collected.  

	Question
	Water column data?

	Answer
	Yes. Did collect a grab sample.  Chenoweth Run had monthly sampling.

	Question
	Was the sampling done before or after the package plant was removed in September?

	Answer
	Sample taken before.

	Question
	When is the testing done?  TMDL seems to focus on summer.  Habitat is important year round especially with Chloride, heavy metals.  

	Answer
	We have conductivity data.

	Question
	Does it relate to habitat?

	Answer
	Independent of habitat, it’s a physiological stress.  We don’t have data to list conductivity as a cause.  

	Question
	Should conductivity be related to habitat and included in the TMDL?

	Answer
	There are multiple causes.

	Question
	Will it be dealt with later?

	Answer
	We’re hoping to solve multiple issues by addressing the nutrient impairment.  Currently Floyds Fork is not listed for conductivity on the 303(d) list.  

	Question
	Are fish immune to conductivity spikes?

	Answer
	Spikes don’t always result in impairment.

	Questions
	USGS data showed high level of conductivity.

	Answer
	We are doing a nutrient TMDL because the stream is listed for nutrients.  It’s not currently listed for conductivity.

	Question
	What’s involved in TMDL implementation?

	Answer
	Nutrient reduction, focus on permits, the permitted sources are part of the TMDL. They are the WLA and play a big role.  We’ll continue meetings.  

	Question
	What percentages of over allowed nutrients are going into Floyds Fork?

	Answer
	We don’t know that yet.  That is part of the TMDL process.

	Question
	Is KDOW going to limit permits?

	Answer
	Permits remain as they are now until the TMDL is developed.

BACTERIA TMDL UPDATE

	Question
	When will the Bacteria TMDL be available?

	Answer
	There are still minor revisions needed.  Should be available in about a month.  It will be made available to the public for comment.    

	
	GENERAL QUESTIONS AND ANSWERS

	Question
	Did you send out a public notice for the bacteria TMDL?

	Answers
	Not yet.  It should go to public notice in the next few months.

	Question
	When’s the next public meeting?

	Answer
	We try to have them every 3-4 months.  It will probably be the end of May or June.

	Question
	What can we do if we are unsatisfied with things in the Stakeholder Process – water quality trading?

	Answer
	You can contact Dr. Ormsbee directly or email concerns to KDOW (floydsfork@ky.gov) or EPA (floydsfork@epa.gov).  

	Question
	The TMDL document might be ready by 2015. At that point, permits are modified and encouragement of voluntary nonpoint source implementation?

	Answer
	There will be multiple solutions

	Question
	But for nonpoint source – it’s voluntary?

	Answer
	MS4s have nonpoint source issues but also have permits.  We’ll work with those permits.  MS4 communities may wish to focus more resources on the issues identified. 

	Question
	What are the designated uses of Floyds Fork?

	Answer
	Warm Water Aquatic Habitat (WAH), Primary Contact Recreation (PCR) and Secondary Contact Recreation (SCR).

	Question
	Is there no correlation with groundwater, Floyds Fork influences, used as drinking water? 

	Answer
	Groundwater influences are present.  There are some wells in the watershed.  Health Department rules may have more detail.  

	Question
	Concerned that TMDL model will not do the right thing for the watershed – status quo.  The watershed is under threat, by 2015 lots of water will be impaired; don’t see how this will affect that.

	Answer
	There’s a lot going on in the watershed that can lead to improvements.
