 Kevin Murphy contributed the following:
· The Ohio River Sweep sponsored by ORSANCO will be held at 7 AM on June 21, 2003. 

· LBL is conducting their public comment period for the public use areas and to please make your concerns known. 

· JSA is now conducting CSO studies and the impacts that may affect Perkins Creek and Island Creek.  They now have 11 permitted sites on these two watersheds. 

Billy Smith indicated that:
· The “Clean Boating Campaign” is going to be on June 14th at Moors Marina on Ky. Lake.  This is a cooperative effort with TVA, 4RBT, and KWA. 

· The Bee springs cooperative project is nearing completing and some bioengineering will be done on some of the area. 

Rob Miller said the public comment period on the Ky. anti - degradation regulations and the tri-annual reviews is still not scheduled.
The program included information presented by Bob Johnson concerning Pirates Cove.  He stated that this 319 project is for septic tank replacement and all sewage is going into a collection system for treatment.  The engineering plan was delayed but is now on hand.  The BMP plan is now submitted review and approved.  Hopefully they will begin moving dirt this summer.  In addition, the Obion Creek project is ongoing to restore 5,000’ – 6,000’ of creek channel. Also the Clarks River proposed project was not meeting grant qualifications so was not submitted.  However a grant application for precision agriculture made the first cut and still is in for consideration.
Lindsay Bland spoke on the Red River activities.  She said they conducted a stream clean-up last fall in Logan and Todd counties.  They have a 319 grant application in to do some clean-up on the Kentucky side of the Red River Watershed.  TDEC is funding a Red River sediment study on the Tennessee side.  The Red River Watershed Assn. will host an Ag. Expo this year on September 27 at Austin Peay University Expo Center.  This will be geared to both large and small farmers as well as landowners.  .  In addition, the RRWA is doing on-the-ground stream bank restoration by planting trees on Carr Creek and Sulphur Fork Creek.
There will be visual assessment training on March 21, 2003 at Springfield, Tenn. at the NRCS office.  Also a stormwater committee is being formed to help with stormwater needs in the Red River watershed.  The next RRWA meeting will be in May in Todd County, location to be announced.
Rob Miller stated that the assessment reports will be on the DOW website soon. The maps are not accurate yet (some GIS problems with stream location and stream names).  He also said that Clarks River and Bayou de Chein need watershed plans to be developed by end of the year. Discussed was held on maybe finding a contractor and obtaining a grant but it was pointed out there is not enough time to obtain a grant to do a plan this year. There are several needs, approaches, and opportunities to the planning process which were discussed and all will be considered.
