Jackson Purchase Basin Updates: 


Cane Creek 319(h) project  - expansion
N Hicklin reported that we are currently working with Strand Associates to see if we have enough sampling data from Watershed Watch to extend the WBP to all of Bayou de Chien watershed.

Clarks River 319(h) project -  expansion
N Hicklin and B Johnson reported that we are working with Strand Associates to extend the WBP to include the Clarks River watershed in Marshall County.  Murray State University has done extensive water sampling in Marshall County throughout the watershed.

Clarks River 319(h) BMP Implementation  Project

B Johnson reported that we received $463,970 for implementation within the Clarks River watershed in Calloway County.  If the WBP can be extended to Marshall County we will pursue a 319(h) grant to include Marshall County.

N Hicklin reported that most of the data has been collected through the 07 harvest.  We will continue to collect data for 08.
Lower Cumberland Basin Updates:


Pleasant Grove 319(h) project
Andy Barrass (Austin Peay State University) reported that he appreciated the help and patience from DOW and partners with the change in the status of the project they have had to deal with.  He reported that the WBP in currently in review.  They have and are currently working with local schools and citizens on education and outreach.  They have also worked with a small grant through Cumberland River Compact to do some BMP implementation demonstrations.  They are also doing sinkhole demonstrations using GIS data to better understand water quality in karst areas.  They have also conducted fish sampling within the project area.

N Hicklin reported that he had spoken with Shelly Morris (TNC) and said she had no new information to report.

The 4RBT worked with Rob Miller to give suggestions for updates for the new Basin Status Report.  We discussed ideas for updating old maps and water quality data throughout the basin.  The Team went through the old document looking for area to improve. 
319 Grant project ideas

The 4RBT meeting was followed by a DOW meeting about the new process for 319(h) grants.  During that meeting we discussed ideas about potential projects, including expanding BMP implantation in Clarks Rivers pending the expansion of the WBP to Marshall County.

Four Rivers Watershed Watch partnering with Clarks River NWR

4H approached the 4RWW to partner with the Refuge to do watershed & water quality education with 100 students as part of their science and engineering educational efforts.  The mutual benefits indicate further discussion is warranted and details pursued. Funding for the effort is from Toyota.
Ohio River Sweep
River clean up has been set for Calvert City, arrangements have not been finalized for the Paducah area. .
