Kevin Murphy announced that JSA is going to sponsor an open house on October 14 – 18 to show their new methane engine. He also stated they would try to have another stormwater drain stencil project this year.

Ryan Oster indicated there is some work going on at Patterson Island. He will give us an update at the next meeting.

Billy Smith talked about the Clean Marina Program and that TVA would be supporting that program.

Don Swearingen said that they are developing and will implement an ISO 14000 environmental management system at Atofina.

Bob Johnson presented an update on Pirates Cove. They are waiting on information from the consulting engineer’s office, which should be ready soon. Bob also explained the Four Rivers Waterwatch and its functions.

Bobby Lee reminded everyone about the next Waterwatch meeting which will be held at the Majestic Restaurant in Paducah next Tuesday.

Robbie Barks reported on KIA, the Division of Water and the Water Management Council contracts. The ADD’s are going to do water management plans statewide.

Ray Dailey said that Meade/Westvaco are doing a mercury elimination program and a nutrient reduction program at the plant. In addition an audit on sustainable forestry practices is being conducted. Their BMPs for erosion control and logging are good and are being implemented.
Rob Miller said the Non-Point Conference will be Sept 23 at Lake Barkley State Park. He also shared that the "303d" list is on the web site for public comment.
Rob Miller conducted the rest of the meeting concerning stream ranking. Much discussion was generated on several streams but Island Creek in McCracken County was given much attention because of where it is. Most of this stream is in the city limits of Paducah and has long been a concern because it reflects on the city and much of it is visible from city streets.

No final decisions were made on stream ranking.
