Four Rivers Basin Team Meeting
Minutes
August 17, 2000
 

Introductions were made of all present.

Rob Miller was announced as the Basin Coordinator for the Upper and Lower Cumberland Basins which includes the Four Rivers Basin area. He has already assumed his duties and will be in our area soon to observe our water and stream problems.

Paul Rister with Ky. Fish and Wildlife was asked to report on the Patterson Islands on Ky. Lake near the Tennessee line. These islands were high land left when the lake was formed and are very important bird and waterfowl sanctuaries. Over the years water erosion has eaten away the shoreline of these islands and the need to stabilize this problem was recognized. The Corps. Of Engineers price to riprap and stabilize the islands was $1.4 million which was too costly. The KFWR expected a price of around $400,000. TVA and KFWR have each committed $25,000.00 per year to continue work on the project.

In addition, Metropolis Lake, near the USEC plant in McCracken County now has a fish consumption advisory for PCB’s and clordane issued.

Bob Wise presented information from the Clean Water Act that 201 funds up to $25,000.00 now can be used for watershed planning.  He also stated that the Red River Design Teams were being formed with Four Rivers and the Tennessee River Compact. Margo Farnsworth with the TRC stated that they were looking forward to partnering with us on this project. The Red River begins in Ky. and then flows into the Cumberland River in Tennessee. Wise is to meet in Clarksville soon with the TRC to help with the design team. This should also help us with our focus groups in the Eastern section of the 4RBT as some can be on both our focus team and the Red River team.
Randy Hetland , with the Ky. Div. of Forestry, was asked for a report on the new Forest Conservation Act. He stated that in the western Ky. Area about 40 inspections were made with only three violations were found to date. These violations were corrected and were minor.
The formal meeting was adjourned at 11:00am with a tour of Kenlake Marina boat pumpout stations following. Jim Siress, Marshall Co. Health Dept., and Billy Smith, with TVA arranged for a tour and demonstration of the facility. The marina operator stated that public use was slow to start with but now use of the pumpout station was picking up. He also stated that a mobile service that could go to the large moored boats was badly needed. Some of these boats do not leave the facility and cannot come to the pumpout station. This problem is common in all of the major lakes in Ky. And would be a good private service for someone to provide. There are seven pumpout stations now in operation on Ky. Lake with more being planned.
