GREEN-TRADEWATER RIVER BASIN TEAM MEETING

Attendees: Anthony Velasco (USF&WS), Dale Reynolds (KDOW), Judy Petersen (KWA), Margi Jones (DOW), Morgan Jones (DOW), Ouida Meier (WKU), Pat Neichter (USACOE), and Stephen Kellerman (KDWM).

Announcements:

· In December, we convened a committee of interested parties (including USACOE, USGS, KF&W, KDA, WKU, KRWA, and DOW) met to discuss a cooperative effort to apply for a Watershed Initiative Grant from EPA. It was decided that the proposal would address an Atrazine problem being experienced in the Rough River watershed, and that it would utilize the Rough River Council formed by KRWA. The council will use the Pesticide Workgroup as a model for cooperative efforts and introduce market incentives to encourage participation by local entities. Dr. Ritchie Taylor offered to author the proposal.

· The contractor hired to revise the TN Growth Readiness Program into a KY oriented program is scheduled to deliver the final product to the steering committee for the Commonwealth Comprehensive Water Education Project (CCWEP) by mid January. The revised documents are training materials for local government officials and the general public.

· Bowling Green/Warren County representatives will resume the process of becoming the pilot community/county for the Kentucky Growth Readiness program when they meet near the end of the month.  

· EPA will present the second one-day seminar on Best management Practices (BMPs) for Source Water Area Protection (SWAP) in Madisonville on January 15th. The session will be held in the Fiscal Courtroom of the Hopkins County Government Building, at 56 North Main Street. It will run from 8:30 a.m. to 4 p.m.

Updates:

· The Bonnieville sewer project is approaching a critical stage. The 120 day extension reportedly ends on 1/28/04. There are several easement problems, DOW approval difficulties, and fees required by CSX which Bonnieville does not currently have available. A meeting of all the parties will be held before the deadline to attempt to obtain resolutions to these issues.

· An update on CREP participation will be obtained from the Division of Conservation this week and disseminated to the CREP team members. Anyone else who is interested in this information may contact Dale Reynolds or Jay Nelson. 

Meeting Notes:

The champions for the targeted watersheds were asked to prepare conceptual outlines for their respective watersheds that: define the water quality problem to be addressed; provide a skeletal plan for focusing on a sub-watershed (manageable portion of the HUC11 watershed) that will result in a measurable improvement within 1-2 years; and proposed approaches for stimulating local citizen involvement in establishing a taskforce to formulate a basin plan.  Outlines were presented for Bacon Creek  and the Green River at Munfordville. The champions for Tradewater below Dawson Springs, were not present, and Pat Neichter expressed concern that any planned activities for the Green River Lake (PCB problem area) would be restricted by legal agreements in place between the facility and regulatory authorities. The team felt that we will stand ready to assist that clean-up effort in any manor that we can, as opportunities present them selves. Meanwhile, it was agreed that we will hold to three target watersheds for now and stand willing to make an addition if we become aware of an opportunity to assist a local effort.
