Announcements
· Dale reported that the CDBG funds for Bonnieville’s sewer project were just apporved and work would now begin on the acquisition of easements for those parcels that are not highway or utility easements that predominate the alignment. Completion may be by the end of 2003.
· Dale also reported that the City of Bowling Green and County of Warren officials would be given a presentation of the TN Growth Readiness program by Joel Hayden (TVA) on 2/11/03 at 7 p.m. --- The meeting has since been held and it appears that both entities are interested in participating.
· Attendees were reminded that the Watershed Management Conference will be held on 2/26/03 at the Holiday Inn, University Plaza, Bowling Green. Reservations need to be in by 2/20.
· Dale announced that there had been a meeting of the CREP Monitoring Oversight Committee on 2/4/03 at Mammoth Cave National Park. The meeting addressed a proposed 319 application for funding to conduct the monitoring required to assess the success of CREP. The meeting concluded with a consensus that the partners would be unable to compile an adequate proposal prior to the submission deadline. In addition, Mike Unthank (USGS) presented a proposal for monitoring that they are considering in the CREP area.
· The second Ohio County Regional Wastewater District meeting will be held on 3/04/03 in Hartford to continue the process of establishing a sanitary sewer entity that will serve Hartford, Beaver Dam, and Central City.
· Attendees were encouraged, again, to submit, to the DOW-Water Quality Branch any monitoring data that was collected outside the official Basin Assessment monitoring. The purpose is to take all available monitoring data into consideration to expand the coverage area and/or amount of data utilized in establishing the database for the watershed prioritization process that the RBT will be faced with next summer. Please contact Dale Reynolds or Tom VanArsdall, if you are aware of any data that may be useful.
· MOAs for the statewide water quality/quantity education program, funded by a NPS grant, have been prepared and signed. The project is called the Commonwealth Comprehensive Water Education Project (CCWEP). The official program kick-off date was 01/01/03. Work is underway to create a logo to be attached to all program education materials and advertisements.
· Judy gave an update on the Watershed Roundtable. It will be held on August 18th and 19th at the Holiday Inn North in Lexington.
Current Issues 
Judy Peterson, Director of Kentucky Waterways Alliance, gave the team an update on the status of the struggle between a coalition of environmentally active groups and USEPA about Antidegredation regulations for Kentucky. EPA has prepared a draft rule, which is still in the public comment period until March 14, 2003. She provided the coalition’s view of where that rule falls short of the requirements of the Clean Water Act. She encouraged comments of any stripe to be submitted on this issue.
