Announcements
· Dale reported that Bonnieville’s sewer project suffered a setback when it was determined that the signed easements for the collection system were missing and assumed destroyed due to flooding in the City Hall. They will have to recreate those agreements prior to acquiring the easements for the trunkline to the Mundfordville rest area (connection point). 
· Dale also reported that the City of Bowling Green and County of Warren officials were receptive to the presentation of the TN Growth Readiness program by Joel Hayden (TVA) on 2/11/03. We are awaiting the local officials response to our offer to take the next step in getting the officials briefed on the Growth Readiness program and aiding them in deciding which parts they would like to implement. 
· Lee expressed that there was a good turnout of people from KY and TN at the Watershed Management Conference held in Bowling Green on February 26th. He also reminded the attendees that the first annual Watershed Roundtable, to be held on August 19th and 20th at the Holiday Inn North, in Lexington. 
· Dale announced that there had been a second attempt to obtain funds for CREP monitoring efforts, but it too concluded with a consensus that the partners would be unable to compile an adequate proposal prior to the submission deadline for the deadline for 104(b)3 funding from Region 4.
· The second Ohio County Regional Wastewater District meeting was held on 3/04/03 in Hartford to continue the process of establishing a sanitary sewer entity that will serve Hartford, Beaver Dam, and Central City. 
· Attendees were encouraged, again, to submit, to the DOW-Water Quality Branch any monitoring data that was collected outside the official Basin Assessment monitoring. The purpose is to take all available monitoring data into consideration to expand the coverage area and/or amount of data utilized in establishing the database for the watershed prioritization process that the RBT will be faced with next summer. Please contact Dale Reynolds or Tom VanArsdall, if you are aware of any data that may be useful. 
· The statewide water education project is called the Commonwealth Comprehensive Water Education Project (CCWEP). The official program kick-off date was 01/01/03. The program logo has been created by WKU, which will be attached to all program education materials and advertisements. 
· Judy reminded the attendees that the comment period for the Antidegridation Rule proposed by EPA for KY will end on March 14th. 
Prioritization Process
Lee Colten described the process of taking the data gathered during our basin assessment phase to establish rankings for all the monitored watersheds. This in turn will be used to provide a short list of priority watersheds that will then be targeted for future work. Once the process was described the group was polled by criteria for weighting values. A spreadsheet showing the criteria and weighting factors is attached for your information. Currently, our assessment data is anticipated to be available by our June 4th RBT meeting.
