· A Watershed Watch Special Sampling Project is being conducted on Bacon Creek by Dale and Dr. Ritchie Taylor (WKU) to determine concentrations, fluctuations, and sources of fecal coliform contaminants in Bacon Creek. There have been (3) sampling events to-date.
