Epp has identified 6 watersheds (North Fork Headwaters, Cutshin Creek, Upper Red River, Muddy Creek, South Elkhorn, Lower Eagle Creek) that are appropriate for task force development and a 7th as a focus for educational outreach (mainstem Kentucky along Madison County).
The Framework will provide key local partners with a resource and planning document, a funding guide, and liaison to agencies.
Team Discussion: Task Force Development.
Task forces will likely need assistance in setting directions and goals.
Team could benefit from outside experience: could we arrange watershed management lecturer for team training?
We must try to keep planning simple enough to be practical.
We may need to interpret funding guide and assist with reporting requirements when grants awarded.
The problems we face in these watersheds are not simple or easy to fix. We need a scooping meeting to examine and evaluate data from each watershed.
Important for task force to benefit from experience of the team and partners.
A facilitated meeting may be useful for setting priorities and charting direction.
