Dr. Ormsbee chaired the meeting and gave an overview of the basin planning process, including a time schedule of anticipated activity for tasks involved.
Erman Caudill presented maps of Kentucky River Watershed Watch sampling sites, together with tabular results from KRWW’s May and July 1999 sampling. In the ensuing discussion, it was agreed that graphics would be an important part of assessment and monitoring reports. Dr. Jones suggested that tables be simplified and summarized. Dr. Ormsbee then gave the group a brief update on progress of the sampling report and sampling database.
Nel Ruffin introduced Joe Flotemersch and Jennifer Everett of the USEPA. Dr. Flotemersch gave a short presentation on biological methods research currently being conducted in the Kentucky River basin. The project began in the Greater Miami and Scioto Rivers and was recently expanded to include the Kentucky and Green Rivers. USEPA EMAP, USGS-NAWQA and Ohio EPA protocols for biological assessment in large streams are being compared.
Dr. Ormsbee led a discussion of the format and impact assessments to be included in the assessment report. Leon Smothers stated that he will propose a different standard for the flood impact categories. It was also suggested that the condition of the dam might be a potential lake indicator, although it was not clear how this would be quantified.
Nel Ruffin gave a review of stakeholder-type meetings attended since the last basin team meeting and requested team input on other groups to target for inclusion. Suggested were:
Fall Watershed Watch conferences
Growers Associations/Animal Associations – corn, tobacco, soybeans/beef cattle, dairy, horse
League of Women Voters
The possibility of compiling a "How-To" manual for potential stakeholder groups was discussed, and several helpful books now in publication were shown to the group.
