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2008 319 project applications affecting the basin:

Copies of the applications that were turned in and ranked for the 319 2008 funding were passed around.  It was noted that some of these applications had been revised and changed some since they were printed.  These were just the initial applications submitted to DOW.  It was also noted that there have been no final approvals for funding.  The Salt did not have any applications submitted for projects solely within the basin.  The project applications passed around were those projects that were statewide projects that would affect the Salt.  For more information contact Rosetta.

PCS database:

EPA keeps information about all KPDES points listed in a database which provides information on DMRs, permit limits, inspection details and more.

You need to have the facilities KPDES number to use the search tool, this can be found by using the watershed viewer located at:  http://eppcmaps.ky.gov/website/watershed/viewer.htm.
Once you find the point, use the identify tool to find the ID number.  After you have the number you can follow the directions below.

DOW Sediment Summaries by Basin
DOW Impairment Summaries by Basin:

Corrine explained to the group that the DOW Watersheds branch had two summer interns, Jonathon Harper and Caleb Pass, that analyzed both sediment impairments by basin and also designated use impairment by basin.  This information is included in the first four attachments of the e-mail.  What you will find in the attachments are:

· Narrative Summaries of all designated uses by Basin (miles assessed, miles impaired, % support, etc.)

· Bar Charts depicting PCR & WAH impairments by Basin (miles and %).  The data used to develop the charts is included on a worksheet (titled “Chart data”) so that you can modify or edit these visuals for presentations, handouts, etc.

· Narrative Summary of WAH sediment impairment by Basin (miles assessed, miles impaired, etc.)

· Bar Charts depicting sediment WAH impairment by Basin (miles and %).  The data used to develop the charts is included on a worksheet (titled “Chart data”) so that you can modify or edit these visuals for presentations, handouts, etc.

Corrine also explained that they are open to hearing suggestions from the team on how they would like to see the information packaged.  If you have any ideas on this after reviewing the attachments please let Angela know and she will forward this information to Corrine.

The group had a discussion at length about sediment and pathogens.  After a long talk it was decided that it might be a good idea to try and get a presentation about sediment scheduled for the team.  Angela will talk with Peter at USGS about possibly doing this.  
Model Development Principals and Floyds Fork:

The Center for Watershed Protection Codes and Ordinances Worksheet has been discussed at team meetings before; specifically in reference to the Floyds Fork Watershed Based Plan.  Angela explained that they were using this for Oldham, Jefferson, Shelby and Bullitt Counties to see where they could make watershed changes in codes and ordinances affecting water quality for the WBP.  Information about the worksheet and the results for these counties has been attached as the 5th and 6th attachments.

Growth Readiness program re-rolled out:

The Floyds Fork discussion led right into the discussion about the Growth Readiness program and what its intent is and how it will be delivered to communities.  The idea now is for the Southeast Watershed Forum to send a couple of trainers to a community or two in the state to actually walk through the process of understanding the impact growth has on water, planning for growth, evaluating their current codes and ordinances, looking at what changes can be made and how and trying to implement some of these changes.  The U of L Law School will then take this program into 3 other pilot communities within the state.  

A meeting was called with Oldham County to determine if they would be a good candidate for the process, it was decided that this project might work better in another community.  The group discussed the idea of the Harrodsbug/Lawerenceburg area being a good possibility.  The fact that they are now paying for their water, they need help with their stormwater, they are not a MS4, they don’t have a planning and zoning department per se, and more.  This is something that needs to be talked about further.  If you have any further thoughts or ideas contact Angela.
Harrods Creek and KWA developing a WBP:

Kentucky Waterways Alliance received 319 funding to develop a Watershed Based Plan Guidance document to help communities through developing a WBP.  The final version of the document should be complete soon and the second part of the grant was to help four communities in the Salt and Licking walk through the guidance document and make sure it really works.  Harrods Creek was the watershed chosen for the Salt.  Specifically Darby Creek of Harrods Creek was picked. 

If you are interested in being part of this process the next meeting will take place on 9-19-07 at 120 Webster Street in Louisville at 10:00am.  Anyone is welcome.  If you can’t make it to the meeting and would like more information contact Angela.

Taylorsville Lake Clean Sweep:

The Taylorsville Lake Clean Sweep event that will take place September 29, 2007 at 8:00am at the Possum Ridge Visitors Center.  Participants get a free T-shirt, lunch and the possibility of winning other giveaways.  For more information contact Keith or Angela.

It was also mentioned to the group that the Taylorsville Lake Conservation Association is growing and looking into doing more.  They are a group that should be considered when thinking about communities where there is an interest.

Sinking Creek—Boiling Springs Update:

There was a meeting a few months ago with partners that had information about the monitoring that had been performed in the basin or any other work that is being done with obtaining data. The problem is that Angela doesn’t know exactly what to do to wrap her head around things.  So, Corrine mentioned that Steve Fisher at KGS offered to do all the ground water mapping for the focused watersheds, and that DOW would help with sorting out the data and looking at all the data.  So, next steps are for Angela to meet with Ernest to determine what is needed and what the next steps should be.  It was also suggested that the November SRBT meeting be dedicated to Boiling Springs.  Angela will put a presentation together and gather as much as she can for that meeting.  If you are interested in getting more involved contact Angela.  The next Sinking Creek Council meeting will take place September 24, 2007 at 6:00pm Central Time at the CES Office in Hardinsburg.
County Outreach Meetings Update:
The meeting for Anderson County was scheduled for September 17.  Since the team meeting this meeting has been canceled and not yet rescheduled.  Rosetta, Russ, Tony and Angela will be presenting for this county.  Angela will let the group know when this gets scheduled.

The meeting for Washington County is scheduled for September 24, 2007 at 9:00am at the Cooperative Extension Office.  Ashley, Tony, Rosetta and Angela will present at this meeting.

Angela also asked the group if they were still fine with combining the counties that were left.  More specifically the group discussed before about doing the Marion and Casey County presentations together, the Trimble and Carroll ones together and if we do Boyle do it with Mercer, if not, Mercer by itself.  The group at the meeting seemed to be good with doing the last few this way, if you have any suggestions or comments please let Angela know.  
Other Updates from group:

Corrine mentioned that she had, I want to say, proposed 303(d) de-listings for the Salt (???).  Think this is what she mentioned…Angela will send this information out or correct it in the minutes once she finds out.

It was also discussed that several streams in the Salt have been proposed for TMDL development in 2008.  The sites proposed for the Salt are:



Harrods Creek-River Miles 0.0-33.3 in Oldham County



Clear Creek-River Miles 0.0-11.0 in Shelby County



Goose Creek-River Miles 0.3-13.0 in Jefferson County



Pond Creek (0.0-1.5) and the UT to Pond Cr (0.0-0.5) in Oldham Co.
