Introduction to Watershed Management-Angela Kessans, Salt River Basin Coor. 
The morning began with a presentation on the Kentucky Division of Water (DOW) watershed framework.  Some background information that introduced some of the topics that were to be discussed later in the morning was presented.  In addition, information regarding how the DOW tackles the goal of protecting Kentucky’s waters was briefly discussed  
Students Presentation-Spencer County 7th Graders 
Last Spring Spencer County Middle School (SCMS) received a Toyota Tapestry Grant funded by Toyota Corporation and administered by NSTA.  With this grant the 7th graders were able to conduct a water quality study of Spencer County.  According to the 2000 census Spencer County was the fastest growing county in Kentucky and one of the top five in the nation.   A study was conducted last fall to determine the effects that residential development has on water quality in Spencer County.  Funds from the grant enabled each of the 7th grade classes to collect field data at 9 different sites in the county.  Upon analyzing the data the students put together a power point presentation to share their findings and conclusions from this study.
The class presented information on the types of instruments they used in their study, some of the things they looked for in their study, the results they found, and some conclusion they came up with from the results.  More information can be found at www.spencer.k12.ky.us/scms/water/.
