· Kelly Bennett discussed issues farmers face (i.e., financial, environmental, and regulatory). 

· Curtis Kirk discussed the Ag Water Quality Act and what role farmers played in preparing their plans, as well as the process of receiving certification so that they might be eligible to receive funds for implementing Best Management Practices (BMPs) that improve water quality in their area.

· The group met for lunch at the Taylorsville Lake Corps of Engineers Visitor Center. The luncheon was served and provided by the Spencer County Conservation District.
