Introductions
Welcome and request for approval of minutes.
Corrections to the 4-25-01 Minutes
Steve Gray sent a reminder that the Kentucky Division of Forestry donated a tree seedlings pack and several nature posters to be used as door prizes at the Regional Meeting at Taylorsville Lake.
Change in Agenda
Clark Dorman was unable to attend the meeting due to an illness in his family.
Action item: contact Clark and request specific information on the grant from Kentucky Water Ways Alliance
Discussion
Those who attended the Regional Meeting at Taylorsville Lake agreed that it was a very successful meeting and that we need to look at water quality in other parts of the basin.
The discussion focused on the question: "What can we do collectively to clean up the polluted/impacted waters in the SRB?" The team thought the idea would be a basis for a for a grant that would address education and outreach in the SRB.
Action item: contact Ken Cooke, KDW, and request information/data on grab sample counts for fecal coliform from sampling done in 2000.
Harrods Creek Planning Meeting
Pat Niechter gave an over view of the Harrods Creek Planning meeting that focused on development and growth from a planning and zoning perspective. Pat said that the meeting took on the form of a workshop in that the group broke up into brainstorming sessions to discuss what projects meeting attendees would like to see for Harrods Creek. The group ranked their list of ideas/projects in order of preference.
The SRB team discussed using this type of education/brainstorming type meeting for future SRBT meetings.
Future Outreach for the SRBT
Ideas and projects for future outreach and creating awareness of the SRBT:
· Inviting Rosetta Fackler, KDW, to come to the meeting to discuss the NPS pollution conference she attended in Chicago 

· The possibility of creating a pledge booklet for citizens of the SRB to sign that would provide education and promise for addressing water-quality problems 

· Find ways to reach folks/groups who are not thinking about water-quality problems, instead of always preaching to the choir 

· Creating a presentation (including the KWMF), but include more basin/watershed specific information on impacts to the water-quality 

· Create GIS coverage’s for each county in the SRB so citizens will understand where they "fit in" the SRB and what the specific water-quality problems are for their county. Used in conjunction with the above presentation, coordinators/team members could take the message to local officials and community meetings within the SRB 

· Have a speaker/psychologist speak to the team so that we may find ways to reach folks who believe we don’t have environmental problems and that technology, not attitudes and actions will "fix things" 

· Create a video of what water quality problems "look like" and what activities create them 

· Write a grant for an environmental education outreach person for the SRB 

· What other types of information and tools do we need in order to educate folks in our basin? 

· We need feed back from participants at/from the outreach meetings 

· Request that an industry sponsor an essay/art contest for kids regarding water quality problems at their school or where they live. The prize for the best essay and or picture would be a savings bond that would go towards continuing their education or money for themselves. 

· Fact sheet (with a picture) for the SRB water quality issues and things "YOU" can do to make a difference (similar to the pledge booklet) 

· Invite representatives from other groups to SRBT meetings so that we may collaborate on projects 

· Solicit news letters from other groups addressing water quality/environmental issues and email them to team members 

· Ask permitting agencies to provide anyone/builders installing a septic system with a brochure/information on proper location and installation for the septic system – information should also include soil type 

Assessment Report
Tom Mesko has been working on the narrative for the Assessment Report, however we still do not have all the data we need from the state. Lee Colten wants the layout of the Assessment Report to be the same for all the basins, except that the Watershed Watch data will be accessible via a link from the Salt River Basin Assessment Report.
