Welcome and Introductions: 

Due to the addition of a new team member, the group decided to go through introductions.  As many of you remember, Tracy Powell with the Health Department has not been a member of the team for several months now.  The Basin Coordinator contacted the Department and got a replacement on the team.  Mike Middleton, will be assisting the team with information circulation from the Health Department.  He will be a great contribution to the team. 
Updates and Announcement: 

The Basin Coordinator, and some others, very quickly went over some updates and announcements. 

These included:
· The Coordinator reminded the members about the watershed Roundtable coming up and also asked the group for volunteers to take notes during the Salt River Basin sessions.  The Coordinator also asked the group for contact information for individuals that might be interested in attending.  Please contact the Coordinator, if you would like to volunteer or have any potential invitees for the Conference.  Allan Dittmer was the only volunteer for taking notes at the meeting. 
· The Coordinator passed around the newest DOW organizational chart.  Maleva Chamberlain should have e-mailed all of you this.  She will keep the members posted on the new additions. 
· The Coordinator reminded the group about the upcoming Kentucky Waterways Alliance Conference.  There have been several e-mails regarding this sent out. 
· The Coordinator reminded the members that the JCPS Service Learning Youth Council will be holding the Ohio River Sweep.  For more information go to http://www.jefferson.k12.ky.us/departments/environmentaled/naturebulletinboard/ohioriversweep.html. 
· The Coordinator passed around an Overview of the 2003 EQIP program.  The members seemed to think it was very beneficial information.  Contact the Coordinator if you would like a hardcopy of this document. 
· The Coordinator reminded the group about the Center for Watershed Protection’s Watershed Restoration Institute that will be held in September in Maryland.  You should have received information about this in an e-mail. 
· Steve Gray, DOF, informed the group that Abby of Gethsemani, in Nelson County, was chosen to be the site in the Salt River Basin for the DOF Field Day.  It will be held August 11, 2003.  Steve will get the group information as the event approaches. 
· Pennie DuBarry, USGS, informed that the group that our presence was requested at a meeting in Dreamland Park.  The meeting was being held by local people that want to clean-up the lake.  Russ Barnett, KIESD, gave a history of the lake and what the problems were.  Mike Mudd mentioned that he had contacted Dennis Minks in regards to this issue.  Pennie said that he was unable to attend this meeting due to a scheduling conflict.  
· Russ Barnett informed the group that Watershed Watch volunteers will be sampling for bacteria throughout the basin on July 12, 2003.  Contact him for more information. 
· Salt River Water Watch will hold an Inter-basin training session June 27, 2003 at Otter Creek. 
· Russ updated the group on his sampling efforts for Doe Run.  They originally thought that contaminations were due to a chicken farm, now they don’t think that theory is true.  They are going to continue to sample in order to find the point source. 
· The group got to talking about the major pesticide spill on I-71.  Group was upset at the inaccuracy of the news.  Mike Mudd and Kerry Prather, both have been meeting on this subject, contact them for more information. 
Sinking Creek Tour 

The Sinking Creek Watershed Council, at their last meeting, threw out June 17, 2003 as a possible date f or the SRBT members to come and tour the area.  From the responses the Coordinator received about the date, it was decided that the tour date be changed.  The new tentatively scheduled date for the tour will be July 14, 2004.  This tour will be separate from the regularly scheduled team meeting (which is still on for July 9, 2003).  The team will meet at 10:00 (Eastern Time) at Big Springs.  There will be a Sinking Creek Watershed Council meeting June 17, 3003 at 6:00 ET at the Breckinridge County Extension Office.  The tour date will be firmed up then. 
Basin Management Plan 
· Maps:  The Coordinator discussed the map development.  USGS has volunteered to develop these maps for the team.  The team discussed that the maps include: blue line streams, basin areas (surface and sub-surface boundaries), political boundaries (county names, forests, places like Ft Knox, etc.), large cites (relative to the area), major roads (including names), KPDES sites, and other major features of the area.  The priority watersheds will contain the above information, in addition to monitoring sites, landfills (superfund sites), and other relevant information to the area. 
· Pictures of Basin:  Coordinator asked members to send pictures from around the basin and also the Priority Watersheds.  She asked that to include the location and information pertinent to the picture.  If you have pictures please send them. 
· Issues/Concerns for Basin:  The Coordinator compiled all the issues she could find for the basin into a list.  She copied this list onto the board during the meeting and asked the group to discuss what was missing, what should be there, etc. 

It looked like:

population density and projected growth, sanitation and sewage treatment plants, urban sprawl and loss of agricultural farmland to residential development, water-quality in regional and community lakes and streams, septic systems in non-sewered areas, urban runoff, flooding, landfills, loss of wetlands, protected lands and natural habitat, endangered and threatened Species and freshwater Mussels. 

Pat Neichter mentioned that this was used to do the ranking for the sub watersheds.  He said that the team discussed the issues and their significance in the Salt River Basin.  He said then they assigned weights to use for the ranking according to this discussion.  He suggested we use this information. 

There was other discussion about what to use and what not to use.  Russ Barnett suggested that we not even list information about the basin as a whole.  That is it should just mention that the Priority Watersheds are where all the energy and resources should be focused, and that by saying this, the other information that would be found in the Basin section, would be taken into consideration. 

The Coordinator will look into this and bring something to the next team meeting. 

Goals and Objectives:  This was not discussed; it will be discussed at next team meeting. 

Al Dittmer had to leave the meeting early and he asked to make a few comments about the plan before he left.  He mentioned that some of the terminology needed to remain consistent.  He also mentioned that some of the “buzz” words needed to be defined.  His final comment was about the Program Plans.  He thought that the way the activity sections were written they didn’t really answer the questions they were listed under.  He said that he thought that we should delete the questions: How, Where and What activities will be targeted, and replace them with something like “Activities” and then maybe a section “Programs and Responsibilities”.  

Most of the team agreed with this.  The Coordinator will evaluate this possibility. 

The Coordinator asked that all members send in their comments for the draft basin management plan.  Please get them in as soon as you can, so that changes can start to be made.  I will need to have them in by July 3, 2003.  I hate to have to put a due date on them, but I now have a due date for the Plan. 
Next Team meeting is July 9, 2003.  It will be at 9:00 at the USGS in Louisville, KY. 
The last item on the agenda was the evaluation.  The Coordinator handed out evaluations to all the members and asked that they fill them out and turn them in.  She asked that they either be turned in at the meeting or that they get mailed in hard mail.  I attached an electronic copy to the e-mail I sent out with these minutes to the team members and asked that the members that did not attend the meeting please send one in, either electronically or by hardcopy.
