Slide Presentation
The team reviewed the second draft of the Salt River Basin Team (SRBT) slide presentation and pictures that maybe incorporated into the show.
Suggestions for the presentation include:
· Use ‘bullet’ statements instead of long narratives. 

· Use pictures such as nonpoint source pollution to get the point across. 

· Give audience a copy of the narrative that presenter uses. 

· Provide web addresses (as available) for the creeks in the basin, such as Floyds Fork and Beargrass Creek. 

· Use a circular graph to show where we are in the Framework Cycle. 

· Use pictures to show a ‘sense of place’ and why the watershed is valuable to their community; i.e., agricultural, boating, fishing, etc. 

· Identify what is good about the watershed; offer a sense of hope. Give them a ‘reason to care.’ 

· Compare and contrast pictures; a parking lot adjacent to a creek; a channelized section of a creek; and (or) a picture/graphic of a CSO and how it works. 

‘Other’ Outreach Mechanisms/Materials
The team emphasized the need to get our name (SRBT) out to the public. It was decided that a video would be obsolete and the slide presentation would be a more useful and flexible form of getting our message to the public. The outreach approach/tools the team decided upon included:
1. A slide presentation about the Salt River Basin. 

2. Posters to put in public places; i.e., schools, libraries, bus stops, etc. 

3. Fact sheets; i.e., water-quality studies addressing specific pollutants. 

4. Provide information on a web site that teachers and others can download. 

5. Partner with other groups’ web sites so that there will be links to SRB information and vice-versa. 

6. Present the team as a resource for information on water-quality issues. 

7. At local events, set up a booth to provide information about the team and what expertise/information we have to offer. 

8. Provide information to environmental education classes/educators. 

9. Hold a one-day environmental education course on the SRB. 

10. Take local officials and stake holders on field trips to Taylorsville Lake to view the impacts of nutrients on the lake; to the Salt River for a float trip to view the different issues that impact the river; to visit a CFO and the karst areas around it, to view impacts; to visit a waste-water-treatment plant and package-treatment plant; and, possibly in the spring, visit the Red Penn landfill. 

Watershed Assistance Grants
The team decided not to address the WAG, Watershed Assistance Grant, offered by the River Network and the USEPA, because only 6 percent of the applications are approved.
Russ Barnett stated that the Water Watch group would apply for the WAG grant.
Instead, the team decided to focus on the ‘Community Rivers and Streams Program’ to address water-quality issues in the Fort Knox/Hardin County area. The team would like to partner with the Hardin County High School. Steve Gray and Russ Barnett will work on the grant.
Schedule of Future Meetings
The next SRBT meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, July 26, 2000, in the large conference room at the U.S. Geological Survey, from 9:00 to 11:00 a.m.
The August 23, 2000, SRBT meeting will be held in the Arboretum Center at Bernheim Forest, from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. Steve Gray and Eric Gracy of the Kentucky Department of Forestry will present a slide presentation on "Best Management Practices Required by the Kentucky Forest Conservation Act." After the presentation the group will visit a site where ‘best-management practices’ have been used.
