Welcome: 

Angela Kessans, Basin Coordinator, apologized to the members present for not sending a reminder to everyone on the Friday before the meeting like she usually does.  She explained that she had been out both Thursday and Friday last week, and that she had problems with her e-mail on Monday and Tuesday of this week. 

Basin Management Plan (BMP): 

Update-After meeting with the other Basin Coordinators and the Supervisor, Angela Kessans decided that the Upper Salt River Watershed would not be included in the BMP.  Because there was no group already set-up there being active, it would take too much time to get a Council up and running.  The Council can still target the area and it is still a priority watershed, we just aren’t going to have a Council set-up with a list of goals and objectives that are going to be meet.  The other three priority groups are finished with their sections to be included in the BMP.  The only things left to finish are the Measures of Success (for each watershed), the Executive Summary, and the rest of the Program Plans (that is the approved final copies).  The Coordinator is going to begin working with the DOW to build this webpage. 


Steve Gray, DOF, mentioned that he believes the team should measure their success by the events/councils/programs they initiate.  That is, not just by the events the team members attend.   


Monitoring Strategy Section-The Coordinator explained that first Pam Wood, DOW, told her to wait until this fall to finish this section.  In the fall the DOW meets to discuss the monitoring strategy for the basin in that phase of the cycle.  This fall is when they meet to discuss the Salt River Basin.  Lee Colten, DOW, told her to begin brainstorming goals and objectives now that the team would like to see implemented during the next cycle. 


There were several ideas thrown out by the members.  Some of the included: better coordination between the Transportation Cabinet and DOW, to focus on the goals and objectives set by the Priority Watersheds, KPDES information and EDUCATION, EDUCATION, EDUCATION. 


The team will discuss this more actively at the next team meeting in hopes of contributing to the DOW strategy this fall. 

KY Roundtable: 

Registration forms and agenda-The Coordinator passed out copies of the agenda and registration form for the Roundtable.  Pennie DuBarry, USGS, mentioned that the Roundtable times are not on the registration form, one has to look at the agenda to find the time.  The Roundtable will be August 19-20, 2003.  Registration for the conference begins at 9:00 at the Holiday Inn, Lexington.  More information can be found on the KY DOW website. 


Facilitators and note-takers being contacted-Pennie DuBarry was the only note-taker present.  She believes she has been receiving these.  She will check to see if she needs any of the messages and will get back to the Coordinator if she does.  Mike Mudd, DOW, said that Charlie Roth would be attending from his office and that he could help where needed. 

Train the Trainers: 

The Coordinator passed around a copy of the upcoming Train the Trainers opportunity.  This is a training opportunity for people to receive training in various watershed aspects in order to pass this training onto municipal officials.  There was some confusion among the members of the team about who should receive the training.  Pennie DuBarry said that after talking with Lee Colten that the training would be received by many people. 


Teena Halbig, FFEA, mentioned that maybe the Office of Local Government has the contact information for the cities that are in need of training.  She also mentioned that the DOW should get the commitment of the elected officials to attend the training.  Neighborhood groups, business associations and people actually on the job (not the higher-ups) were other training ideas mentioned. 


Mike Middleton, MHD, mentioned that the trainers are trained usually and before they leave the training are required to do a presentation on what they learned.  This was after there was discussion about the people being trained not being trained well enough to be a representative to an elected official. 


Angela Kessans will discuss this with Lee Colten and the team will discuss this more at the next meeting. 

Wetlands Protection Program Grant Guidance: 

The Coordinator handed out copies of the guidance document.  There was some question whether this document was for ‘03 or ‘04 monies.  The Coordinator said that she believed that it was for both.  There was a web address on the document for more information.  Contact Angela if you are interested in more information. 


Teena Halbig, FFEA, asked if there was some change in the definition of a wetland, something about the size of the watershed being reduced in order to include more land as wetlands.  No one was familiar with this. 

September 18th field trip to the Little KY watershed: 

The Coordinator had a meeting with individuals from the Little Kentucky watershed last month at USGS.  At the meeting the individuals requested that the team come and do something in the watershed.  The team has been invited to attend a tour and fish fry in the watershed on September 18, 2003.  There will be more information about this in the near future.  Please try and block off the second half of the day to attend this tour.  Look for more information in upcoming e-mails.

Non-point Source (NPS) Grant Proposal meeting: 

DOW, NPS section, will be holding a meeting for those individuals interested in submitting grant proposals for the 2004 fiscal year.  Angela Kessans will be sending each team member an announcement for this meeting.  Please help circulate this information.  It will be a very informational meeting for anyone wanting to submit a proposal.  The meeting will be at USGS, September 16, 2003 from 9:00-12:00. 


It was mentioned that a poster should be made so that team members can post them in their offices.  It was also mentioned that maybe one of these be sent to the NRCS and CES offices.

· mentioned that the USGS was going to have a Louis and Clark exhibit at the State Fair. 


Steve-informed the group about the last DOF Field Day.  He said that attendance was lower than they had hoped for (12) but that those that attended got to see both large and small scale forestry projects, Steve McMurray (DOW) do bio-assessing demonstration, warm season grasses and more. · mentioned that DOF was looking to buy some well-drained river bottom land to plant hardwood seedlings.  DOF would like to begin growing their own seedlings for planting.  It is expensive to ship the seedlings and they are looking to buy some cheap land they could use for this.  Steve mentioned possibly in Nelson County, but said land is too expensive maybe somewhere in the Green River Basin.  He would like to submit two proposals for this. 


Mike Mudd-mentioned that he would like to hear more about the State Fair and what DOW was doing for it.  Angela Kessans talked to Maleva Chamberlain (DOW) and she informed her that DOW does not have it in their budget to do anything.  DOW was asked not to plan on participating in the Fair this year.
