Salt River Basin Team Tour of the Little Kentucky River
Hosted by Little Kentucky River Watershed Conservancy District and
Salt River/Little Kentucky River Watershed Watch
Thursday, September 18th, 2003

Itinerary
1:00    Salt Basin team members meet and carpool from Paul's store and gas station, NW corner Highways 153 & 146, just so. of I-71 Pendleton Exit.

1:30    Valley View Landfill/ Highway 157/between Highway 42 and town of Sulphur
One of the largest solid waste landfills in KY lies adjacent to the Little Kentucky River; approximately 60% of incoming waste from Louisville. Tour of facility w/h General Manager Mike Calleja, Area Environmental Manager Mike Olds, and Facility Manager Dan Jansen will include history, operations and expansion of facility, observation of erosion control structures and techniques, and water quality issues related to solid waste. Facility overlooks one of the largest Great Blue Heron rookeries in the state.

3:15    Watershed Watch Test Site 115 and Sulphur Dam/Highway 3175, Coleman Sibley Farm
Salt River Watershed Watch Steering Committe member and stream monitor Steve Perry will discuss 4 years of collected data and ideas for increased monitoring at test sites above and below the landfill. Concerns include some of the highest fecal coliform counts in the Salt Basin above Sulphur Dam--a popular spot for swimming and wading, and the only Dept. of Fish and Wildlife trout release site in the Salt Basin.

4:15    Watershed Watch Test Site 45/Connector Rd. bridge/just off 42, 4 mi. ea. of Bedford
One of 5 test sites in the watershed and lowest on the Little Kentucky mainstem; volunteers have tested here since 1998. Trimble Co. High School Biology teacher Debbie Griffin will share her insight, enthusiasm and experience doing on-site water quality studies with her students.

5:00    Ewingsford Farm/Smith Lane/just off Highway 421 so. of bridge, 4 miles so. of Bedford
Farming is alive and well on this 326-acre farm straddling the fertile bottomland of the Little Kentucky. Steve and Karen Smith grow organic vegetables by subscription (known as Community-Supported Agriculture) for 75 families in the Louisville area; beef cattle, draft horses, a flock of laying hens and assorted cats and dogs also dot the landscape.

6:00   Annual Fish Fry Dinner at Lake Jericho/entrance from Highway 153 just so. of Highway 146 at Pendleton/back picnic shelter
Fishing, boating, camping and plenty of wildlife abound at this 137-acre lake and recreational area just 30 mins. from Louisville off I-71. Greta Steverson, NRCS District Conservationist for Henry & Trimble counties, will discuss the 40-year history of the system of 5 flood-control structures in the watershed and the Little Kentucky Watershed Conservancy District.  
Annual picnic of the Little Kentucky Watershed Conservancy District with local officials and friends for dinner and awards to Little Kentucky Watershed Watchers. Annual Meeting of the District Board to follow.
